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ABSTRACT. The subject of interpersonal communication within the field of study of science branches such
as sociology, psychology, social psychology and communication in the field of social sciences, the technology
that is developed and which has become very complex correspond to a very special field in today's
communication world. Being a social entity, people are both affected by the environment they are living in and
affecting them with their feedback. From the discipline of communication, interpersonal communication
encompasses all of human communications and addresses the social and physical environment in all processes
interacting, developing and changing relationships, and the consequences of these relationships. The
interpersonal communication process is also affected by the current social, political, cultural, economic and
historical situation. Therefore, examining interpersonal communication taking these situations into
consideration brings the theoretical ground offered by the system approach with it. Because the system
approach is defined as a mechanism, the collection of ideas emotion and principles that operate according to a
whole or some certain rules created by the parts that interacting with each other. Social shopping theory is
based on the recognition of the situations and conditions that the parties are in each other in interpersonal
communication and thereby realizing what they need. Social shopping theory operates in a sense according to
the principle of reciprocity and exchange. The expression of the system, which can be used for both concrete
and abstract assets, refers to a whole piece that operates in an accordance with certain rules, consists of parts
and these parts are bonded within harmony and communication with each other. In this study, humans
mentioned as social beings have a communication contains the holistic content and going from the idea of this
is being the part of the system; interpersonal communication also has a holistic perspective that is addressed in
system theory. Inspired by the emphasis of social exchange theory on interdisciplinary interaction from a
holistic perspective; It is an experiment to contribute to the interpersonal communication field by making use
of all alternative methods and practices without making new, ancient distinctions. Actually this theory is closely
associated to interpersonal communication applications. Interpersonal Communication contributes into process
that persons start to know each other, providing needs of persons are in a relation and the desire of responding
other persons needs.

KISILERARASI iLETISIM ve SOSYAL ALISVERIS KURAMI

OZET. Sosyal bilimler alaninda sosyoloji, psikoloji, sosyal psikoloji ve iletisim gibi bilim dallarmin inceleme
alani icerisinde yer alan kisilerarast iletisim konusu, gelistirilen teknoloji ve iyice karmasik bir hal alan
giiniimiiz iletisim diinyasinda oldukga 6zel bir alana tekabiil etmektedir. Sosyal bir varlik olan insan, iginde
yasadig1i cevreden hem etkilenmekte hem de geri bildirimleriyle etkilemektedir. Iletisim disiplini
perspektifinden kisilerarasi iletigim, insan iletisimlerinin tiimiinii kapsamakta ve etkilesimde bulunulan tiim
stireclerdeki basta sosyal, kiiltiirel, psikolojik, fiziksel ¢evresi olmak {izere gelisen ve degisen iligkilerini gesitli
yonleriyle ele almaktadir. Kisilerarasi iletisim siireci de; iginde bulunulan sosyal, siyasal, kiiltiirel,

ekonomik, tarihsel olmak iizere birgok baglam ve durumlardan etkilenmektedir. Dolayisiyla kisilerarasi
iletisimi, bu durumlar1 ve etkenleri dikkate alarak incelemek sosyal aligveris kuraminin sundugu teorik zeminle
ele almay1 da beraberinde getirmektedir. Ciinkii sosyal aligveris yaklasimi, karsilikli etkilesim igerisinde
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bulunan bireylerin meydana getirdigi belirli kurallara gore isleyen diisiince, duygu ve prensipler toplulugu, bir
sosyal mekanizma olarak iligkiyi, iletisimi ve etkilesimi tanimlar. Sosyal aligveris teorisi, kisilerarasi iletigimde
taraflarin birbirlerinin iginde bulundugu durum ve kosullart tanimasi ve buna bagli olarak ihtiyacinin ne
oldugunu fark etmesine dayanir. Sosyal aligveris teorisi, bir anlamda karsiliklilik ve takas ilkesine gore
islemektedir. Kigilerarasi iletigim siirecinde taraflar, birbirlerini tanimalarina, diigiinsel ve duygusal
durumlarina bagli olarak, karsi tarafin davraniglarini anlamakta, tahmin etmekte ve bu etkilesimle bir kargilik
vermektedir. Bu da toplumsal bir sistem igerisinde meydana gelmektedir. Ayrica sosyal aligveris kuraminin,
disiplinler arasi etkilesime yaptig1 vurgudan esinlenerek; yeni, kadim ayrimi yapmadan, tiim alternatif yontem
ve uygulamalardan da yararlanarak kisileraras: iletisim alanina katki saglamaya yonelik bir deneme
mabhiyetindedir. Aslinda bu teori kisilerarasi iletisim uygulamalari ile dogrudan ilgilidir. Kisilerarasi iligkilerde
kisilerin birbirlerini tanima siireci, kisilerin iliski yoluyla birtakim ihtiyag¢larinin karsilanmasi ve baska kisilerin
ihtiyaclarina cevap verme istegi duymalarina yonelik katkilar saglamaktadir.

GIRIS

Tarihsel stirecte kisilerarasi iletisim; sosyal bilimlerin pek ¢ok alaninda basta sosyoloji,
psikoloji, sosyal psikoloji, felsefe ve iletisim olmak tizere kavramsal ve kuramsal olarak ele
alinip incelenmekle birlikte bagli basina bir disiplin haline gelmesi oldukca yenidir.
Insanoglunun 19. ve 20.yiizyillarda kars1 karsiya kaldig: trajik, travmatik ve tiim ezberleri
bozan basta her iki diinya savasi, ekonomik krizler, sosyal ve siyasal olaylar olmak {izere,
bircok toplumsal olgu ve siireclerin yasandigi bir doneme tekabiil ettigini biliyoruz. Bu
tarihsel, sosyal, siyasal, kiiltiirel, ekonomik ve psikolojik zemin iizerinde hareket eden
olaylar, olgu ve siiregler eklektik bir bigimde degisim, doniisim ve gelisimleri de
beraberinde getirmistir. Bu baglamda sebep ve sonuglar itibariyla bir¢ok olayin, durum ve
kosullarin birbirini adeta domino etkisiyle tetiklemesi bugiinkii sosyal bilimlerin pek ¢ok
alaninin birer bilim dali haline gelmesini saglamis, yine basta sosyoloji, psikoloji ve iletisim
olmak tizere pek ¢ok alanda cesitli bilimsel arastirmalarin yapilmasini gerekli kilmistir.
Sosyolojik ve tarihsel ihtiyagtan dogan bu bilimsel ¢aligsmalar, saha aragtirmalari, deneyler
ve diger bilimsel ¢alismalarin onii agilarak sosyal bilimler diinyasinin da hareketlenmesine
sebebiyet vermistir. Boylece bu toplumsal, kiiltiirel, sosyolojik ve psikolojik durum, ortaya
cikan bu olgu, olay ve siireclere kars1 mecburi bir ilgi ve merak uyandirmistir. Birgok sosyal
bilimin konumuz ag¢isindan 6zellikle psikoloji olmak tizere felsefeden bagimsiz birer disiplin
haline gelmelerine sahne oldugunu goérmekteyiz.

Bu cergevede iletisim ve etkilesim ¢agini yasadigimiz giiniimiiz modern toplum

yapilarinda psikoloji baglaminda hem iletisim hem de kisilerarasi iletisim disiplinine olan
bilimsel merak ve aragtirmalar hizlanarak devam etmektedir.
Son gelismelerle birlikte zamanin ruhuna da uygun olarak bilim ve teknolojinin biiyiik bir
ivme kazanip insanoglunun hayatinda o6nemli bir yer kaplamasiyla birlikte yasanan
olaganiistii durumlar, genelde iletisim, sosyoloji ve psikoloji disiplinlerinin 6zelde de
kisilerarasi iletigsimin ne kadar 6nemli birer ¢calisma alanlar1 oldugu gergegini ortaya ¢ikarmis
durumdadir.

AMAC VE YONTEM

Bireylerin giinliik hayatlarini devam ettirebilmeleri ve gereksinimlerini karsilayabilmeleri
icin iletisim kurmalar1 kaginilmazdir. Sosyal bir varlik olan insan ¢evresiyle iletisim kurma
ihtiyact duymakta, ¢esitli etkilesim sistemleri ve iliski aglar igerisine girmektedir. Hem
somut hem soyut varliklar i¢in kullanilabilen sistem ifadesi biitiin yaklagimlarda, belirli
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kurallara gore isleyen, parcalardan olusan ve bu parcalarin da birbirleriyle tutarlilik i¢inde
ve iletisimde oldugu bir biitiinii ifade eder. Derleme ve nitel bir aragtirma seklinde hazirlanan
calismada bu ¢aligmada, sosyal bir varlik olan insanin iletisim ve etkilesiminin aslinda bir
biitiinliik igerdigi ve bunun bir sosyal sistemin parcasi oldugu diisiincesinden yola ¢ikilarak;
kisilerarasi iletisimde biitiinciil bir bakis agisina sahip olan sosyal aligveris kurami birgok
ulusal ve uluslararasi bilimsel arastirma incelenmis, farkli disiplinlerin paradigmalar1 ve
parametreleri ekseninde yapilan ¢alismalar ele alinarak titizlikle degerlendirilmistir. Bu da
kisilerarasi iletisim ve iliski sistematiginin hayatimizda cok merkezi bir yerde konumlanmasi
baglaminda ¢ok 6zel bir yeri isgal ettiginin adeta bir gostergesi gibidir. Neticede ¢alismada
nitel aragtirma yontemi kullanilmig, konu ile alakali literatiir taramasi yapilarak veriler
toplanmis ve bu verileri derleyerek karsilastirmali bir ¢alisma ortaya konulmustur. Basta
psikoloji, sosyoloji, siyaset bilimi ve iletisim alaninda konuyla alakali yapilan bilimsel
caligmalar literatiir taramasiyla incelenmis ve betimleyici yontemle; kisilerarasi iletisim ve
sosyal aligveris kuraminin ne oldugu agiklanmaya calisilmistir.

TEORIK BOYUT

Sosyal bir varlik olan insan iginde yasadig1 toplumdan, fiziksel, kiiltiirel ve sosyal
cevresinden hem etkilenmekte hem de etkilemektedir. Her ne kadar kisilerarasi iletisimi de
ilgilendiren ilk bilimsel arastirmalar ve deneyler sosyal ¢evreden soyutlanmis bir bicimde
yapilmigsa da zaman igerisinde bu eksiklik fark edilmis ve bu durum yeni ¢alismalar, kuram
ve yaklasimlarla giderilmeye calisilmistir. Kisilerarasi iletisim aslinda iletisimin de temeli
oldugu i¢in birgok bilim dali tarafindan inceleme ve arastirma konusu olmustur (Lazar,
2001).

Kisileraras: iletisimle ilgili yapilan ilk ¢aligmalarin kavramsal ve kuramsal temelde

oncelikle inceleme ve arastirma konusu oldugu sosyoloji disiplini perspektifinden; sosyal
kurallar, normlar, roller, sosyal uyum, itaat, otorite, sosyallesme baglaminda ele alindig:
goriilmektedir.
Diger taraftan kisilerarasi iletisimin teorik zeminine biiyiik katkilar sunan psikoloji alani ise;
kisileraras1 iletisimde bulunan kisilerin psikolojik ozellikleri, kisilik yapilari, saghik ve
esenlik durumlari, davranigsal, yapisal, biligsel ve duygusal durumlari iizerinde odaklanan
inceleme ve arastirmalarin da yer aldig1 ¢aligmalar dikkat ¢ekmektedir (Giliriiz & Eginli,
2011).

Her ne kadar kisilerarasi iletisim, Bat1 kiiltiirlinde 2400 y1l 6nce incelenmeye baglamigsa
da bir bilim dal1 haline gelmesi de bir o kadar yenidir. Antik Yunan’da Aristoteles’in Retorik
ve Siirleri (Rhetorik and Poetics) adli eseri hiimanistik bir bakis acisiyla bu alandaki
caligmalara 151k tutmaktadir. Nitekim davranis¢1 yaklasimin dayandigi temel goriisler de
Epiktetos’a kadar uzanmaktadir. Antik Yunan’dan sonraki dénemlerde Roma Konusma
Sanati Teorisi (Roman Rhetorical Theory) ile Ingiltere’de ve iki yiizy1ldan fazla bir zamandir
Amerika’da sosyoloji, sosyal psikoloji ve iletisim disiplini igerisinde kisilerarasi iletigim
alan1 da yer bularak gelismeye devam etmektedir (Giiriiz & Eginli, 2011).

Bilindigi gibi insanlarin bireysel, toplumsal ve grup iliskileri belli nedenlere ve ihtiyaglara
dayanir ve bunlar insanlarin amaglarini, motivasyonunu, duygu ve diisiincelerini etkileyerek
davraniglarin1 yonlendirir. Bireylerin olaylar1 ve iliskileri yorumlama bigimleri, diislince
sistemleri ve onlara yiikledikleri anlamlar duygusal durumlarini ve davranislarini da belirler.
Dolayisiyla insan diisiincesinin onun duygu ve davraniglari {izerindeki etkisinin fark
edilmesi ¢ok daha eskilere ve kadim kiiltiirlere dayanmasina ragmen yine kuramsal ve
kavramsal agidan davranisgilik ekolu, 18. yiizyilin sonlarina dogru insan davranislarini ve
arkasindaki motivasyonu ele almaya baslamistir. Diger taraftan iletisimin Oneminin
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anlasilmasi ve iletisimin aslinda bir anlama, yorumlama ve algilama yonetimi oldugu da
onem tasimaktadir. Ortak paydalar ve diyalog olusturmak i¢in iletigim kuran insanlar, bu
sirecin i¢inde duygu, diisiince ve bilgilerini paylasirlar (Poyraz, Ikna Edici Iletisim ve
Siyasal Ikna Siirecinde Sozsiiz Iletisimin Yeri ve Onemi Uzerine Kuramsal Bir Calisma,
2018).

Dikkatlerden kagmamas1 gereken onemli bir hususta; Bati diislince geleneginde insani

hayvan {izerinden okuma geleneginin olmasidir. Nitekim Sokrates’in “Insan, sorgulayan bir
hayvandir” soziiyle baglayip Aristo’nun “insan sosyal bir hayvandir” “insan siyasal bir
hayvandir” sdzleri, Platon’un “Insan, toplumsal bir hayvandir”, Thales’in: “Insan,
arastiran bir hayvandwr” ile devam eden John Locke ’un “insan diisiinen bir hayvandwr”
sozleri ilk akla gelenlerindendir. Yani Batili filozoflar insanin ne oldugunu agiklarken ve
insanin tarifini yaparken, hayvani tarafina vurgu yapmislar, farkli yonleriyle siyasal, sosyal,
sorgulayan, diisiinen, arastiran...vb de olsa insan1 hayvanlikla 6zdeslestirmiglerdir. Hatta bu
filozoflarin, din adamlar1 ve diisiiniirlerin insanin hayvani tarafiyla bu kadar ilgilenmeleri
ve yorumlamalarini acaba sadece insanin o tarafin1t m1 gorebilmisler diye sorular1 aklimiza
getirip sorgulamamiza kapi aralamaktadir. Her ne kadar batili diisiiniirler insan1, hayvani
tarafindan analiz etmeye ¢alismislarsa da, insanin sosyal bir varlik oldugu, baska insanlarla
iletisim ve etkilesim iginde var olabilecegini vurgulamislardir. Insanlarm hayatlarini
stirdlirebilmek i¢in toplum i¢inde yasamak zorunda oldugu gerceginin altini 1srarla ¢izmis
ve insani toplumsal bir varlik olarak tasavvur etmislerdir. Dolayisiyla insanoglunun toplu
halde yasama ve ihtiyaglarini toplu halde birlikte giderme zorunlulugu da sosyal iligkileri
kacimilmaz kilmaktadir. Bir iligkiler ve etkilesim sistemi olan insan toplumlarinin, hayatta
kalabilmeleri i¢in belli kural ve kaidelere uyulmasit zorunlulugunu da beraberinde
getirmektedir. Iste insanlardan hayatlarim da s6z konusu toplumsal kurallara uygun
stirdiirmelerini saglayan inang, tutum, deger ve davraniglart 6grenip igsellestirmeleri, bu
kural ve kaidelere uymalar1 beklenmektedir (Strauss, 2014).
Kisileraras1 iligkiler sosyal, kiiltiirel ve fiziki ¢evreden etkilenmekte, birey iletisim ve
etkilesimle etrafindan ve digerlerinden etkilendigi gibi ¢evresindeki diger insanlar1 da
etkilemektedir. Hatta bu ikili iligkiler kisilerin diger iliskilerini ve etkilesimlerini de
beraberinde etkilemektedir. Boylece kisilerarasi iletisim kisisel, fiziksel, kiiltiirel, toplumsal,
alg1 ve semantik faktorlerden oldukca fazla etkilendigi i¢in birgok disiplinin ¢alisma alani
icine girebilmektedir (Hartley, 2014).

Sosyal psikolojik sﬁreglerin pek gogunu ikili iligki temelinde incelemek mﬁmkﬁndﬁr
yoluyla insa edilip sekillenmekte, surdurulmekte ve deglsebllmektedu Bu iligkiler de sosyal
psikolojinin inceleme konularindan 6nemli bir boliimiinii olusturmaktadir. Sosyal psikolojik
kuramlar aslinda bu iliskileri ve dinamikleri agiklamaktadir. Insanin var oldugu her alanda
karsilikli iligki, etkilesim ve iletisim kacginilmazdir. Bu faaliyetler insanlarin icinde
bulundugu toplumu olusturan yapitaslari1 olmakla birlikte ayn1 zamanda toplumsal olaylarla
birlikte geceklesmektedir. Insan etkinliklerinin sonucu olarak iletisim iginde bulundugu
toplumu ve kendini devamli olarak kurmakta, hatta bozup yeniden kurmakta, yenilmekte,
doniistiirmekte ve bdylece canli tutmaktadir. Toplum iginde bir birey olarak var olan insan
da dogal olarak i¢inde bulundugu sosyal, kiiltiirel ve ekonomik kosullarin etkisi altinda
yasamini stirdiirmektedir. Psiko-sosyal bir varlik olan insan, karsilikli olarak devamli bir alip
verme, kurup yapma, bozup diizeltme, yapip bozma vb. gibi ¢ok c¢esitli aligveris faaliyeti
icindedir. Egoizm-alturizm ekseninde sosyallesen birey, once en temel ihtiyaglarim
karsilamak tiizere baslattig1 alig-veris faaliyeti daha sonra insanin sosyal bir varlik olarak
toplumu olusturma becerisi ile birlikte siirlip gitmektedir. Bireyin en temel ihtiyaglarin
karsilamak tizere baslattig1 alis veris faaliyeti daha sonra insanin sosyal bir varlik olarak
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toplumu olusturma becerisi ile birlikte birbirleri ile olan iletisimi de bicimlendirmeye ve
ona yon vermeye baslamistir. Giinlimiizde bireyin tek basina yasayamayacagi , kendini
ancak bir grup icinde var edebilecegi gergegi grup igindeki diger bireylerle yaptigi
ekonomik, sosyal, kiiltiirel paylasimlar1 da beraberinde getirmektedir. Bu paylasimlar ve
alis verisler zamanla kabul gdrme, sempati gibi toplumsal etkilesim unsurlarim
olusturmaktadir. Bireylerin etkilesim i¢inde oldugu yerde ayni1 zamanda fiziksel ve fiziksel
olmayan bir aligveris s6z konusu olup paylasan ve karsiligin1 bekleyen bireyler de birlikte
toplumu olusturmaktadir (Poyraz, 2016).

Kisilerarasi iletisim teorilerinin iginde yer alan sosyal aligveris teorisinin kuramcilari
sosyal etkilesimin ekonomik aligverise benzer Ozellikler gosterdigini ve insanin ig¢inde
bulundugu sosyal hayatta da bu kuralin gegerli oldugunu 6ne siirmektedir. Tarihsel gelisim
ve sosyallesme siirecinde insanoglunun en eski ¢aglardan itibaren avci-toplayict ve kabile
donemlerinden beri mal degis tokusu ve takas ile baslayan, kabilenin kadinlarinin degis-
tokusuyla akrabalik baglar1 kurulan, daha sonra ticaretin gelismesi ile birlikte maddi ve
ekonomik aligverislerle siiregelen bir siirecle karsilasmaktayiz. Bu tarihsel arka planda
insanoglu, daha da sosyalleserek kisilerarasi iligkileri ve iletisiminde farkli boyutlarda
gelisimini beraberinde getirmistir. Sosyal aligveris bu calismada toplum birey ekseni
etrafinda bireyin sosyallesmesi lizerinde degerlendirilmis, ekonomik ve ticari iliskilerdeki
alis veris olgusunun iletisimin genel yapisi iginde kisilerarasi iletisimi de benzer sekilde nasil
etkiledigi agiklanmaya calisilmistir. Boylece toplum, birey, sosyallesme, sosyal miibadele,
sosyal aligveris kavramlarinin tanimi yapilmaistir.

Bu baglamda kisilerarasi iletisim sozlii, sézsiiz ve yazili olmak iizere kabaca tige ayrilir.
Sozli iletisim, toplumsal ortaklik saglayan simgelerin, anlamli bir biitliin olusturacak
bicimde dizilmesiyle saglanan iletisimdir. S6zsiiz iletisim ise, insanlar arasinda konusma
disindaki araglarla gerceklesen iletisim tiiriidiir (Ekman, 2016).Ornegin jestler, yiiz ifadeleri,
giyinis, durus ve ses tonu ile anlatim veya anlam ¢ikarmadir. Yazili iletisim ise bilgi, duygu
ve diisiincelerin yazili semboller araciligiyla aktarimina dayanmaktadir. Aslinda iletisim
hem var olan hem de var edilecek olani konu edinmesinden dolay1 diger tiim disiplinlerden
ayrilmakta ve 0zel bir alana tekabiil etmektedir. Bu noktada medyatik mekanizmalar ile
stire¢ tasarlanmaktadir. Sesli ve sessiz dilin en 6nemli parcasini olusturdugu gostergesel
sistem, insan tarafindan tasarlanmis medyatik mekanizmalar olarak karsimiza ¢ikmaktadir.
Boylece, birer iletisim araci olan medyatik mekanizmalar, yani sesli ve sessiz dil ile,
medyatik aygitlar, iletisim olgusunun kendisinden daha fazla, iletisim biliminin inceleme
parametresi haline gelmistir

Birey- Toplum Tliskisi

Bireyin icinde yasadigi toplumun normlarini, degerlerini, kendisinden beklenen rolleri,
tutumlar1 ve davranis yapilarini, toplumsal etkilesim i¢in gerekli becerileri, benlik, kisilik ve
kimlik duygusunu kazanma, i¢inde yasadigi kiiltiirii igsellestirme siirecine sosyallesme
olarak (Kagit¢ibasi & Cemalcilar, 2017) tanimlamaktayiz. Toplumu ise kabaca; “ belirli bir
cografi bolge iizerinde temel ihtiyaclarint karsilamak igin orgiitlenmis aralarindaki
etkilesim ve iletisimi diizenleyen kurallar: ve kurumsal iliskileri olan gorece biiyiik insan
toplulugudur” (Ozer, 2019) seklinde tamimlayabiliriz. Birey-toplum iliskisinin fikri ve
felsefi zeminlerini Platon’a kadar giden uzun bir tarihsel arka planda inceleyebiliriz. Insan-
toplum iligkilerini inceleyen Platon’a gore, devlet bireylerin sosyal bir varlik olup
ihtiyaclarmi tek basma karsilayamamasindan bir ihtiya¢ olarak dogmustur. Toplumlar
devlet, halk, koruyucular, askerler ve memurlardan olusur. Toplumun adil olmas1 ancak
herkesin iizerine diiseni yapmasina ve adalete yardimci olmasina baghdir diyerek toplum
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halinde yasamanin, kurallara ve normlara uymanin sosyal diizen i¢in gerekli oldugu lizerinde
durmustur (Tutar, 2016).

Bu biiyiik insan topluluklari tarihsel gelisim siireci igerisinde belirli bir iiretim-tiiketim,
davranig ve Kkiiltiir bi¢imlerini temel alarak toplumsal baglantilarin1 ve yapilarini
sekillendirmislerdir. Toplumu olusturan baslica temel yapitaslar1 ise, sosyal ve kiiltiirel
formlar, yasam tarzlari, ekonomi ve politikadir. Bu baglamda sosyal ve kiiltiirel yap1
toplumun degerlerini, gelenek ve gorenekler ahlaki ve inang sistemlerini, politik yap1 sosyal
yonetimi ve devleti olustururken, ekonomik yap1 da iiretim iligkileri, yatirnm ve finansal
kaynaklar1, olusturmaktadir. Politik yapinin elindeki gii¢, ekonomik yapinin elindeki para
ve sosyo-Kkiiltiirel yapinin elindeki degerler devamli olarak birbirleri ile iligki, etkilesim ve
aligveris icindedirler (Poyraz, 2019).

Hegel, Wundt ve Durkheim sosyal gercege onem veren, toplumdaki bireylerin
zihinlerinin ortak kolektif bir zihinde birlestigini ve bu kollektif zihnin insan davraniglarini
kisitladigin1 ve denetledigini ileri stirmiislerdir. Birey iizerindeki bu baskiya Wundt “dil”,
Durkheim “din” konusu iizerinden Ornekler vererek agiklamiglardir. Wilhelm Wundt
tarafindan gelistirilen Volkerpsikoloji ve Le Bon’un Kitle Psikolojisibelirli bir sosyal gruba
ait olan bireysel degil kollektif bir bigimde diisiinme egilimde olduklarini ileri stirer. Bir
toplumda genel olarak insanlar ayni1 gorlis ve inanglar1 tasir ve ayni1 degerleri paylasirlar.
Volkerpsikoloji insan davraniglarinin i¢inde bulunulan zaman ve sosyal baglamin {iriinii
olarak ortaya ¢iktig1 varsayimi iizerinde durur (Tutar, 2016).

Diger taraftan G.H.Mead’in vurguladig: “kendilik” kavrami gibi toplumun da kendine

0zgii bir yapist oldugu, duragan bir sistem olmadigi, kendini olusturan bireylerin birbirleri
ile olan etkilesiminin sonucunda olusan dinamik ve canli bir siire¢ olarak tanimlamistir. Bu
siirecin i¢inde, bireyler birbirleriyle ve toplumla etkilesime gegen aktorler olup bu etkilesim
sonucunda da sosyal eylem meydana gelmektedir. Bireylerin toplumsallagsma siireci iginde
ailelerinden, egitim kurumlarindan formel ve informel yap1 ve sosyal sistemlerden aldiklar
ve biriktirdikleri sosyal ve fiziki sermayelerine gore, toplumsal alanda  aldiklari
pozisyonlari, konum ve rolleri ile sekillenmektedir. Birey sahip oldugu sosyal roller ve
kimlikleri ile, i¢inde bulundugu toplumsal yapi ve sistemlerle siirdiirdiigi iliski ve
etkilesimlerinin sonucunda sosyallesmekte ve o sistemlere eklemlenmektedir.
Bu baglamda, fonksiyonel faktorler olarak kisinin ihtiyaglari, beklentileri, icinde bulundugu
ruh hali, gegmis yasantisi ve hafizasidir. Bir olayin veya nesnenin kisinin zihnindeki degeri,
beklentisi veya ihtiyac1 ne kadar biiyiikse o kadar fonksiyonel yapiya dahil olacaktir. Iste
boylece, bireyin duygulari, disiinceleri, tutum ve beklentileri, deneyimleri, icinde
bulundugu psikoloji veya anlik hissi durumu ve sosyal cevresinin etkiledigi biligsel
yonelimleri onun algilamasin1 dogrudan veya dolayli etkilemektedir. Algilamanin ve
anlamlandirmalarin biiyiik bir ¢ogunlugu algisal beklentilerin etkisi altindadir (Poyraz,
2019). Yasantiya ve deneyimlere bagli olarak hem nesnel, hem sosyal ¢evreyle baglantili
cesitli beklentiler, gelistirilmekte ve bu beklentiler de daha sonraki algilamalar1 siirekli
etkilemektedir.

Bu sartlar altindaki iliskilerin sonucunda, sosyal konumlar1 belirlenmekte ve sosyal
hayatin bir aktdrii veya bir 6znesi olmaya devam etmektedir. Boylece siirekli devam eden
ve slirekli kendini yenileyen sosyal eylemler neticesinde olusan toplumsal dongii i¢inde
bireylerin elindeki en 6nemli sermaye sosyal sermaye olarak karsimiza c¢ikmaktadir. Bu
baglamda bireylerin etkilesim ve iletisim i¢inde oldugu her alanda bir toplumsal yapidan s6z
edilebilir. Bireylerin sahip olduklar1 sosyal sermayeleri ve amag birligi toplumda bir araya
gelmelerini  saglamakta ve iligkilerini siirdiirmelerinde adeta bir katalizor gorevi
gormektedir. Bireylerin bir araya gelerek olusturduklari sosyal yap1 ve sistemlerde daha
fazla 6ztimsenmis ve kabul gérmiis bir iligkiler yumagi olusmaktadir (Cohen, 1985). Ortaya
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cikan bu sosyal/toplumsal iligkiler, iletisim ve etkilesim sonucu meydana gelen sosyal
eylemler de toplumun ve sistemlerin olusumunu saglayarak toplumun devamina ve
stirdiiriilebilirligine katki sunmaktadir. Bu baglamda toplumsal yap1 ve sistemlerin degisime
ve doniisiime acik, siirekli olarak bir evrimlesme siireci i¢inde oldugu bile sdylenebilir.
Dogal olarak bu degisimler de beraberinde sosyal yapilarda birbirini etkileyen ve tetikleyen,
birbirini degisime ve uyuma zorlayan reaksiyonlar zincirini meydana getirecektedir. Bu
reaksiyonlar sonucunda da insan iligkileri sekillenmekte ve bu iligkilerde toplumsal olgulart
ve bigimleri olusturmaktadir (Ozer, 2019).

Sosyal Ahsveris Teorisi/Kurami

Sosyal aligveris teorisi; iktisat, siyaset bilimi ve uluslararasi iligkiler gibi disiplinlerin
kullandiklar1 karsiliklilik ilkesini, iletisime uyarlamis ve kisilerarasi iletisimi de karsiliklar
ilkesine gore isletmis bir kuram olarak karsimiza c¢ikmaktadir. Bu kurama gore, birey
karsisindaki kisinin davraniglarin1 anlayip yorumlamakta, kosul ve sartlara gore karsilik
vermektedir. Bu baglamda sosyal aligveris teorisi de ihtiyaglarin karsilikli karsilanmast
siirecinin  kisileraras1 iletisim boyutu iizerinden ele alinarak incelenmesi {izerine
kurulmugtur. Sosyal aligveris teorisi, 1952 yilinda J.W. Thiboult ve H.H Kelley’in “The
Social Psychology of Groups” adl1 eseri ile ortaya ¢cikmistir. Bu teori kisilerarasi iletisimin
kurulup gelistirilmesini, iktisat biliminin mantigiyla sosyal aligveris iizerinden
aciklamaktadir. i1k defa George Homans tarafindan ele alman bu kuramda takas kavrami
tizerinde durulmus, takasin kisilerarasi iletisim siirecini baglattiginin alt1 kalin cizgilerle
cizilmistir. Homans’a gore; sosyal aligveris teorisi karsilikli fayda ve takas prensibinde
calismaktadir. Yani; kisilerin karsilikli ¢ikarlar1 bu aligveris siirecinde bir fayda elde
edecekleri zaman, iliskiye ve etkilesime doniisiip devam ettireceklerini, bireylerin yaptiklar
bu isin sosyal ve ekonomik bir aktivite olduguna vurgu yapar. Eger karsilikli bir fayda
yok ise, takas eyleminin gerceklesmeyecegini ve kisiler bu aligveris siirecinde bir yarar elde
edemiyorlarsa iktisat bilimini mantigiyla takastan vazgegeceklerini diisiiniir. Thiboult ve
Kelley’de sosyal aligveris teorisini, yine Homans’in takas ilkesi ile ayni g¢ergevede ele
almaktadirlar. Teoride, temel olarak kisilerarasinda bir is iligskisinde oldugu gibi sonucunda
bir kaynaga sahip olmanin amaclandig1 ifade edilmektedir. Yani insanlarin bir iligkiden
cesitli ¢ikarlar ya da kaynaklar elde etmeyeceklerse, o iliski i¢in zaman ve ¢aba harcamaktan
kacinacaklar1 iddia edilmektedir. Kisilerin tiim iligkilerinde somut degerlere(zaman, terfi,
ticret vb.) ve soyut degerlere(taninma,gilivenlik, minnettarlik vb.) yonelik beklentileri
bulunmaktadir. Buna bagli olarak da, belirli bir davranisi ddiillendirilen kisi bu davranisini
gergeklestirmeye devam edecektir, buna édiiliin degeri ilkesi ad1 verilmektedir (Giirliz &
Eginli, 2011).

Bir dizi onermeden olusan Homans’in sosyal aligveris kurami, ortaya attigi bu
onermelerden dolay1 kisilerarasi iletisim kuramlar i¢inde sayilmaktadir. Soyle ki; sosyal
aligveris kuramina gore Kisilerarasi iletisim en az iki kisi arasindaki iliskiden ve aralarindaki
etkilesimlerden dogmakta oldugu ve takas gibi farkl bir disipline ait kavrami kisilerarasi
iletisime entegre edip kavramsallastirdig1 icin 6nem arz etmektedir. Homans’in 6nermeleri
ozellikle bireylerle ilgilendigi, psikologlar tarafindan gelistirildigi ve ampirik olarak test
edildikleri i¢in psikolojik ilkelere dayanir ve psikolojiktir. Bundan dolay1 literatiirde
psikolojik belirlenimci/determinist olarak adlandirilan Homans, temel psikolojik ilkeleri
kabul ederken insanin toplumsal bir varlik oldugu gergegini de asla inkar etmemistir. Yani
insanlar zamanlarinin biiyiik bir kismin birlikte iletisim ve etkilesim i¢inde bulunduklari
insanlarla toplumsal/sosyal aligverisin oldugu bir yapinin i¢inde gecirmektedirler.
Homans’a gore toplumsal davranis en az iki kisi arasindaki somut ya da soyut az veya ¢ok
odiillendirici veya maliyetli bir etkinlik alisverisidir. Homans, sosyal aligveris kuraminda
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temel toplumsal davranisi ddiiller ve maliyetler agisindan agiklamaya ¢alismistir. Sistem
kuramcis1 olarak bilinen Talcott Parsons’un yapisal islevselciliginden -etkilendigini
sOylemek de gerekmektedir. Bir sosyal bilimci olarak Homans ve takipeileri bilimsel
sosyolojinin bu tiir kategorilere ihtiya¢ duydugunu ancak sosyolojinin ayn1 zamanda
kategoriler arasindaki iligkiler hakkinda bir dizi 6nerme, paradigma ve yaklagimlara da
ithtiyact oldugunu diisiinmektedirler. Bagka disiplinleri de ilgilendiren bu tiir 6nermeler
olmadan baz1 sosyal/toplumsal olaylari agiklamanin imkansiz oldugunu kabul ederler.
Homans, psikolojik diizeyde birey davranislarina odaklanarak kisilerarasi iletisim disiplinini
de ilgilendiren bu Onermeleri gelistirmis, takas ve sosyal alisveris kavramlarint kuraminin
temeline oturtmustur.

Sosyal iliskileri duygular iizerinden yorumlayan Homans, insanlarin goriinen
davraniglarina yonelmekle birlikte ig¢sel psikolojik dinamiklerinin ve duygularinin da
davraniglarinin  arkasindaki itici motivasyon olduguna 1srarla vurgu yapmaktadir.
Kisileraras1 etkilesimin teorik ¢ercevesini ¢izdigi calismasinda 6zellikle bireyler arasindaki
iligkiler sonucu olusan etkilesimin duygularin daha fazla paylagilmasina neden oldugunu ve
paylasimin artmastyla da tiirdesligin meydana gelerek sosyal iligkilerin etkilesim tarafindan
sekillendigini belirtmistir (inci, 2019).

Bireylerin karsilikli iligski iceresinde olduklar1 siire¢ icinde ¢ikar ve fayda iizerine
anlastiklar1  bunlar gerceklesmezse zaman ve para harcamak istemeyecekleri
belirtilmektedir. Bireyler beklentilerine gére davraniglart 6diillendirildigi siirece o davranisi
siirdlirmeye devam etmektedir. Eger davranisi odiillendirilmezse birey olumsuz tavirlar
sergileyecek ve bu davranisi yapmaktan vazgegecektir. Kisinin gergeklestirdigi davranis
istenen bir ddiille degerlendirilmediginde ya da kisinin hi¢ istemedigi bir ceza ile
karsilastiginda, davranisin maliyeti fazla oldugu icin kisi saldirgan davraniglar
sergileyecektir. Cogu zaman da kisi bir davranisindan dolay1 bir 6diil beklemiyorsa ve bu
durumda davranigi ddiillendirilmis ise bu durumda elde ettigi sonug ¢ok fazla degerli olur ve
buna “adaletin dagitimi ilkesi” ad1 verilir (Adler & Rodman, 1982).

Sosyal aligveris kuramini, agirlikli olarak iizerinde sekillenen ve arzu edilen durum
insanlarin toplum i¢inde diger insanlarla siirekli kendini yenileyen iligkiler icinde olduklar1
ve bu sosyal iligkiler sonucunda da maddi veya manevi ddiillendirilecekleri inancidir. Sosyal
ortam i¢inde iliskilerini devam ettiren birey, iligki ve iletisimin bu soyut ya da somut, maddi
ya da manevi 6diillendirici 6zelliginde haz duymaktadir. Sosyal ¢evresinden, ailesinden veya
yakin iligkilerinden ya da is ortamindan kisilerle kurdugu iliskiler neticesinde kazandigi
manevi tatmin ve mutluluk da bireyde bir 6diil olarak algilanmaktadir. Boylece sosyal
yasam icindeki iletisimleri ile insan iligkileri bigimlenmekte, kisilerarasi duygu ve
diisiincelerin aligverisine karsilikli o ortam saglamaktadir (Adler & Rodman, 1982). iste bu
ortam sayesinde insanlar sosyal iliskilerinde ddiillendirilmektedir.

Aligveris kurami kendi igerisinde de bazi1 farkliliklar1 barindirmakla birlikte temelde
bireysel davranislari, ekonomi ve sosyoloji ikilisi ile birlikte agiklamaya ¢alisan George
Homans’in dnermeleri lizerinde sekillenmektedir. Her ne kadar, Peter Blau gibi kuramcilar
onu psikolojik indergemecilikle elestirmekteyse de biiyiik Ol¢lide iddialarini kabul eder
(Druckman, 1998). Blau mikro olgekli ¢alismalardan biiyiik 6lgekli karmasik yapilarin
aciklanamayacagini bu kuramin temelinde yatan varsayimin bireyler arasinda kurulan sosyal
iligkilerin 6diil beklentisi gercegi nedeni ile kuruldugunu, bu iliskinin normatif ihtiyagtan
degil 6diil ihtiyact beklentisi lizerine insa edildiginden dolayi elestirmektedir. Birey kuracagi
iligkide odiillendirilecegine inaniyor ise bu Odiilii almak i¢in etkilesime ve iletisime
girecektir. Burada bireyin bekledigi odiillere kavusabilmesi icin etkilesimde bulundugu
diger bireyler iizerinde iyi bir izlenim birakmas1 gerekmektedir. Bireyler birbirlerine iyilik
yaparken baglangicta bir geri doniis beklemezler ama bu iliskiden bir fayda saglanmissa o
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zaman bu iyilige karsilik verme ihtiyact adeta bir bor¢ ya da karsiliklilik ilkesini
dogurmaktadir (Druckman, 1998). Burada Blau bireylerin iliskiye, iletisim ve etkilesime
girme sebeplerini onlarin maddi ve manevi odiillere ulagabilme istek ve arzulari olarak
aciklamaktadir. Homans ve Blau’ya gore karsilikli yiikiimliiliiklerin yerine getirilmesi ve
karsilikli fayda elde edilmesiyle birlikte giiven mekanizmasi olugarak sosyal aligverigin en
onemli ¢iktis1 ve Uriinii olan sosyal bagi kuvvetlendirecektir. Boylece bu sosyal aligverisin
sonucunda dostluk, arkadaslik, karsilikli giiven, deger iiretme gibi toplumu bir arada tutan
unsurlar da toplumsal biitiinlesmeye ve isbirligine ivme kazandiracaktir. Sosyal aligveris
kuram1 ekonomik miibadeleden ¢ok daha genis bir anlam alanina tekabiil etmekte, sosyal
iliskilerde bireyler arasindaki aligverisi anlatmaktadir. iste bu sosyal kaynak aligverisi
toplumda bireyler arasindaki iligkileri daha da giiclendirdigine inanan kuramin onciileri
George Homans ve Peter Blau, farkli acilardan konuyu ele alsalar da sonugta ayni yere
ulagsmaktadirlar. Soyle ki; Homans sosyal aligverig/miibadele teorisini mikro olarak birey
diizeyinde ele alirken; Blau ise makro olarak toplum diizeyinde incelemistir. Kuram, temelde
bireyler arasindaki iliskileri adeta bir tiir kaynak miibadelesi/aligverisi ya da takasi ele
almaktadir. Béylece bireylerin toplum i¢inde sosyal aligveris/miibadele ya da takas odakli
bir iletisim kurarak hayatlarini siirdiirdiiklerini diisiinmektedirler. Bu aligveriste bireyler;
deger verme, onaylanma, takdir edilme, saygi duyma, onur, dikkate alinma gibi ihtiyaclarin
da karsilamakta ve toplum icindeki davranislarimi da buna uygun bir sekilde
sirdiirmektedirler. Bu davranislar bireyler tarafindan adeta birer 6diil olarak anlam
kazanmaktadir. Eger aksi bir durumla karsilagilirsa, bu davranislarin olugsmamasi
durumunda ise iligkilerin maliyeti artacaktir. Burada kisilerin hesapladiklar1 fayda ve
maliyet arasindaki seviye, iliskinin de yogunlugu ve siiresini etkileyecektir (Devito, 1995).

Sosyal aligveris ekonomik davranislarla sosyal etkilesimin sonucu olusan davranislarin
benzerlikler gosterdigini, mal ve hizmet degis tokusunda oldugu gibi fayda {izerinde
odiillerin kosulsuz belirlendigini anlatmaktadir. Ayni zamanda ekonomideki azalan marjinal
fayda kural1 sosyal aligveris i¢cinde gegerlidir. Mesela, arkadagindan uzmanlik gerektiren bir
konuda tavsiye alan bir kisi i¢in bu tavsiye baslangicta ¢ok degerlidir. Tavsiye alindiktan
sonra isini ¢ozen kisi i¢in bundan sonra alacagi tavsiyeler degersiz kalmakta, birbirleri ile
olan iliski bir siire sonra degerini kaybetmeye yiiz tutacaktir. Ekonomik aligveris ile soysal
aligverisi ayiran temel nokta ekonomik islemlerde taraflarin karsilikli uymak zorunda
olduklar1 kurallar olmasi iken sosyal aligveris de ise bu kurallarin i¢inde bulunulan sosyal ve
psikolojik baglama gore, zamaninin ve kurallarinin belirli olmamasi, sinirlarin net ve kesin
olmamasidir. Ornegin, mal veya hizmetin belirlenen bir fiyat1 vardir, anlasmaya varildiktan
sonra ise el degistirme islemi yapilmaktadir. Sosyal aligveris de ise taraflardan biri karsilik
beklemeden bir fayda saglayabilir veya karsilik belirsiz bir zamanda tecelli edebilir. iste bu
karsiligin belirsiz olmasi, kesin, keskin ve net olmamasi yani ne olacaginin bilinmemesi
sosyal anlamin ve sosyal paylagimin kendisi olabilir. Aksi durumda ise bu durum ekonomik
bir islem olacaktir (Albayrak & Kirova, 2019). Burada karsilik beklemeyen kisi liitufta
bulunabilmekte ve pazarlik etmemektedir. Kisi sagladigi faydanin karsiliginin ne olacagini
ve zamanini belirlerse bu liituf olmaktan ¢ikip pazarlik konusu olmakta fayda alan kisi
pazarlig1 kabul ettigi takdirde de sosyal bir paylagima girmeyi kabul etmemis olmaktadir.

Homans ve Toplumsal Ahsveris Siireci

Skinner’in insan davraniglarini anlamak ve aciklamak ic¢in kullandigi  hayvan
deneylerinden ¢ikan sonuglara gore yapilandirdigi kuramsal yaklasimindan yola ¢ikarak,
Homans farkli bir bakis agisiyla insan davraniglarin1 agiklamaya ¢alismistir. Homans insan
davraniglarinin arkasinda yatan temel psikolojik yasalara yonelerek bu durumu ele almis ve
hayvanlarda gozlemlenen o&diiller ile dogru yonelimin, cezalar ile de aksine bir davranis
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olusturdugu gerceginden hareketle, insanlarin da buna benzer davranislar gdsterebilecegini
varsaymistir. Homans toplumsal alisveris siirecini birbirleri ile baglantili bes 6nerme ile
belirlemis ve bu dnermelerle toplumsal davranist agiklamistir. Bu 6nermeler ise; basari,
uyaran, deger, yoksunluk-doyumluluk ve saldirganlik-onaylama 6nermeleridir (Albayrak &
Kirova, 2019): 1.)Basar1 6nermesi, en fazla ve siklikla ddiillendirilen eylemlerin segilerek
tekrarlanma sayilarinin ayni oranda olacagi bunun sonucunda haz ve memnuniyetin siirekli
olusacagini anlatmaktadir. 2.)Uyaran dnermesi, ge¢misteki bir davranista belli bir uyaran
ya da uyaranlar bu davranisin ddiillendirilmesine neden olmussa ve bu uyarict yeni bir
davranistaki uyarict ile benzesiyorsa, benzer bir davranisin yapilma olasiligi o kadar
fazladir. 3.)Deger 6nermesi, davranigin sonucu ne kadar degerli ve faydali ise o davranisin
tekrarlanma olasiligi fazla olacaktir. 4.)Yoksunluk-doyumluluk 6nermesi ise, iktisattaki
azalan marjinal fayda ilkesinde oldugu gibi 6diil ne kadar ¢ok siklikla elde edilirse bir siire
sonra o Odiili elde etme istegi azalacaktir.5.)Saldirganlik-onaylama onermesi, bir kisi
davraniglart sonucunda beklemedigi 6diil ya da beklemedigi ceza ile karsilasirsa ve bu
durumda saldirgan davranma egilimine girerse bu sekilde davranmasinin sonuglari onun i¢in
daha degerli olacaktir.

Homans toplumsal aligverisin ilk iic dnermesinde  bireylerin rasyonel ya da akilci

davrandiklarini, birey i¢in en mantikli gelen davranisin kendisine en fazla 6diil getiren
davranig oldugunu anlatmaktadir. Yoksunluk-doyumluluk 6nermesinde artik karsilikli bir
aligverisin yasanmadigi, benzer ddiillerin siradan hale gelmesi ile birlikte 6diiliin degerinin
birey i¢in anlam ifade etmedigi anlatilmaktadir.
Saldirganlik-onaylama 6nermesinde ise beklentileri karsilanmayan bireyin 6diil elde etmek
icin normlara ve adetlere hatta ahlaka kars1 eylemlerde bulunabilecegini ve bunun sonucunda
da bir 6diil elde edebildiklerini agiklamaktadir. Saldirganlik-onaylama 6nermesinin iizerinde
durdugu bir diger konu da toplumsal onaylamanin toplum i¢indeki rolii ve islevidir.
Toplumsal onaylama, sayilarla ifade dilemeyen, 6l¢iilemeyen 06diing verilemeyen bir olgu
olup ayni zaman da toplumda bireyler tarafindan arzu edilen ve mal yerine ikame edilebilen
bir isleve sahiptir. Homans, toplumsal uyumun gergeklesmesinde bireylerin birbirlerini
onaylamasinin 6nemli oldugunu onaylanmak ve saygi gormek isteyen bireylerin
topluluktaki diger {iyelerin isteklerine uygun bir sekilde hareket edeceklerini savunmaktadir
(Inci, 2019).

Aslinda buradaki her bir 6nerme insan davranisinin sadece bir bolimiinii agiklayan
evrensel ilkelerdir. Homans toplumsal aligverisi ile ilgili diisiincelerini agiklarken Emerson,
Cook, Lawler ve digerlerinin deneysel arastirmalarindan etkilenmistir. Bu aragtirmalar
toplum icinde siklikla alisveris davranisi gosteren bireylerin karsilikli duygu paylagimlarinin
da arttigin1 géstermistir. Olumlu duygu paylasimi artan bireyler daha fazla aligveris iligkisine
girmek isteyeceklerdir. Bu durum birbirlerine hediyeler verme ve yeni bir ortak paylagima
katida bulunma imkan1 saglamakta ve bireylerin kendi aralarinda kurduklar1 bu iligkisel bag
tizerinden olumlu duygusal iletisim yasamalarina neden olmaktadir (Poyraz, 2019) .

“Thibaut ve Kelley, karsilastirma diizeyini ¢alisarak yakin iligkilerde secenekler i¢in
karsilastirma diizeyinin 6nemine ya da bir kisinin simdiki iliskisi disinda baska biriyle yeni
bir iliski seceneklerine iliskin degerlendirmelerine isaret etmektedir.

Kelley (1979), yakin iligkilerin, partnerlerin bireyler olarak 6diil ve bedelleri
kadar ortak 6diil ve bedelleri acisindan da degerlendirilmesi ve ¢iktilarin matematiksel
olarak hesaplanmasi gerektigini one siirmiistiir. Foa ve Foa (6r., Foa, Converse, Térnblom
ve Foa, 1993), iliski partnerlerinin mal, agk, bilgi, para, hizmet ve konum gibi bir dizi
kaynag1 aralarinda degistiklerine isaret ederek degisime iliskin kaynak kuramini
gelistirmislerdir. Rusbult’un yatirim modeli ve karsiliklt bagimlilik kurami (6r., Rusbult ve
ark., 1999), iizerindeki caligmalar1 degisim temelli kuramlara diger bir 6rnektir.”(Hendrick,

Toplumsal fletisim ve Sosyal Alisveris

“G.C. Homans toplumsal etkilesimin teorik temellerini anlattigi “The Human Group”
adli calismasinda etkilesim, duygu ve aktivite arasinda karsilikliligin ve pozitif bir iliskinin
varligindan bahsetmis, bireylerin daha fazla etkilesim icerisine girdik¢e duygularini daha
fazla paylastiklarini ve daha fazla kolektif hareket icerisinde yer alacaklarini belirtmistir.
Bu ¢alismada Homans etkilesimin paylasilan duygulara bagli oldugunu, paylasilan
duygular arttik¢a tiirdesligin (homophily) ortaya ¢iktigini ve sosyal iliskilerin etkilesim
tarafindan sekillendigini belirtmistir” [14]: Toplum i¢inde faal olan gruplar, kendilerine
Ozel yapilan, isleyisleri ve islevleri itibari ile bireylerin birbirleriyle devamli iletisim
kurduklar1 ve etkilesim ig¢inde toplumu olusturan insan topluluklari olarak karsimiza
cikmaktadir. Duverger’e gore bir yana bireyleri, diger yana da onlarin toplami olan toplumu
koyarak toplumsal varligi incelemek sosyal aragtirmanin yoniinii saptirmaktadir. Zira
toplum, bireylerin toplami degil, bir etkilesim sistemidir (Duvarger, 1982).

Toplum iginde giinliik hayatta iletisim farkli anlamlara biiriinmektedir. “Iletisimin var
olabilmesi i¢in uylagsma ve uzlasma sonucun tezahiir etmesi ve bu tezahiiriin taraflar
arasinda bir ortaklasma -anlagsma tesis etmesi gerekmektedir...uylasma ve uzlagsmanin tesis
edildigi toplumsal iliskilerin tiimiine iletisim diyebiliriz. Uylasma ve uzlagsma heniiz tesis
edilmemis ise bu asamadaki iligkiler etkilesim diizeyinde kalmistir” (Anik, 2014).

Bu sosyal yapilar bireylerin yorumlama becerileri ve sosyal davraniglari ile inga
edilmektedir. Ayn1 zamanda insa edilen bu yapilar bireylerin eylemlerini de diyalektik
olarak sekillendirmektedir. Sosyal yapilar farkli etkilesim sitemlerini de bilinyelerinde
barindirmaktadir. Bu sosyal sistemler i¢inde insanlar kendi davranislarini ve iliskide oldugu
diger insanlarin  davramiglarmi da  kontrol  etmekte, yOnetmekte  veya
yonlendirebilmektedirler.

Aligveris toplumsal hayatta birlikteligin temelini olusturmakta ve toplumsal biitiinliigi
arttirmaktadir.
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[letisimin toplumsal mahiyetini anlayabilmek igin toplumu olusturan unsurlar ve bu unsurlar
arasindaki iliskilere odaklanmak gerekmektedir. Toplum i¢inde yasamini siirdiiren birey
hayatta kalabilmek i¢in Oncelikle maddi ihtiyaglarini karsilamak i¢in iiretime Oncelik
vermistir. Maddi ihtiyaglarin {iretimi, tiiketimi ve miibadelesini ger¢eklestirebilmek i¢in ise
insanlar bu aktivitelerine ahlaki, toplumsal, duygusal ve insani boyutlar katarak birbirleri ile
dayanigma ve paylasim i¢inde olmuslardir. Boylece insanoglu hayatta kalabilmek, varliginm
ve yasamlarini siirdiirebilmek icin sosyallesmistir. Bu toplumsal yasamlarina insana ait
ozellikler ve boyutlar katarak daha da zengin yasam sahalar1 ve aktiviteleri gelistirmislerdir.
fletisimin toplumsal mahiyetini olusturan unsurlar kiiltiirlenme ile birlikte, birka¢ insanin
birlikte yasamaya basladig1 ve kendileri i¢in bazi totemler, tabular belirledikleri, mitolojik
metinler iirettikleri andan itibaren belirli kiiltiirel formlar ve kodifakasyonlar yaratmiglardir
(Albayrak & Kirova, 2019). Daha sonra bu iiretilenlerin medyatik mekanizma olarak
devreye sokulup, topluluk etkilesim ve iletisimin sistematize edildigini ve degis tokusunun
yapildigin1 gdrmekteyiz. Iste bu topluluk igin tasarlanan temayiillerin, toplulugun
biitiinlestirilmesi, sevk ve idaresi i¢in birer islemci olarak kullanildigina tarihsel siire¢ icinde
gelistirilerek giiniimiize kadar getirildigine sahitlik etmekteyiz. Iste bu siire¢ icinde
toplumsal yasamda iiretilen, tiiketilen ve miibadele edilen tiim unsurlara uyarlanan
davraniglarin ve etkilesimlerin kisilerarasi iligkilere doniistiigli 6zel bir alana doniistiirtiliip
stirdiiriildiigiinii gérmiis oluyoruz. Toplumsal alan i¢inde yasayan insanin ticari faaliyetleri
ve ekonomik iliskileri Antik Yunan agoralarinda ve Roma dénemindeki forumlarda oldugu
gibi giiniimiiz modern kentlerinde de sosyal, kiiltiirel, ekonomik ve politik pek ¢ok 6ge ile
sentezlenip insanoglunun Oniine getirildigini géormekteyiz. Her bir toplumsal unsurun
muhakkak bir iletisim degeri oldugu bulunmaktadir. Simmel ve Parsons bu konuda bize
oldukca kullaniglt bir kuramsal zemin birakmiglardir. Diger yandan, etkilesim ve iletisimin
sosyal aligveris veya sosyal miibadele yoluyla bireylere olduk¢a genis bir hareket sahasi
sunduklar1 da siiphesizdir. Kiiltiirel, sosyal ve kisilik sistemleriyle, davranigsal durumlardan
olusan bir etkilesim sitemi olan toplum, bireysel aktivitelerin tiimiiyle toplumsal ve bireysel
yaptirimlarla belirlenmektedir.

SONUC ve GENEL DEGERLENDIRME

Sosyal aligveris kurami ya da sosyal miibadele; en temel anlatimiyla ekonomik aligveris ile
benzerlikler gostermekte, iliskilerde de hem vermeyi hem de almayi vurgulamkatdir.
Ekonomik aligveriste bireyler arasindaki mal ve hizmet degis tokus sonucunda bireyler fayda
ve deger elde etmektedirler. Odiil, bedel, kazang ve karsilastirma diizeyleri gibi literatiire
kazandird1 kavramlar1 vardir. Hem arkadasliklara hem de romantik iligkilere uygulanabilir.
Odiil, bir kisi icin doyurucu bir pekistirme iken, bedel ise cezadir fakat ayni zamanda
yetisilememis ya da kacirilmig odiiller anlamina gelebilir. Cikti, bir 6diilden bedel
cikarildiktan sonra geriye kalan ya da belirli bir etkilesimden veya durumdan geriye kalandir.
Son olarak karsilastirma diizeyi bir kisinin, iilkiisel ya da olas1 ¢iktilar olarak kestirdikleri
temelinde belirli bir etkilesim ya da durumdan beklediklerine verilen addir. Sosyal davranig
tizerine odaklanan ilk sistematik kurami gelistiren Homans sosyal davranisi en az iki kisi
arasinda gergeklesen Odiillendirici ve deger yaratan sosyal/toplumsal bir faaliyet olarak
tanimlamistir. Homans’dan 6nce de bazi antropologlar basit toplumlardaki mal ve hizmet
degis tokusunun 6nemini agiklayan analizler yapmislardir. Toplumsal yasamin oldugu her
yerde sosyal aligveris de mutlaka vardir. Aristo “Nicomachean Ethics” adl1 eserinde sosyal
aligverisin ayn1 zamanda bir ekonomik aligveris de oldugu gibi 6nceden belli kosullara
dayanmadig1 sadece bir hediye, hizmet gibi karsidaki kisiye sunuldugunu anlatmaktadir.
Bunun sonucunda da hediyeyi veren tarafta da hediyesine esit veya daha biiyiik bir beklenti
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olusturmaktadir. Sosyal aligveriste bu olduk¢a Dbasit silirece benzer sekilde
ger¢eklesmektedir. Sosyal aligveris kurami ekonomi, antropoloji ve psikoloji ile yakindan
ilgili olup bireyin toplum i¢inde siirdiirdiigii sosyal iliskileri karsilikli fayda {izerinde
sekillendirmektedir. Her yeni sosyal iliskide bireyin somut veya soyut bir 6diil beklentisi
icinde oldugunu savunmaktadir. Bireyin toplum i¢inde sosyal etkilesimleri beraberinde
aligverig/miibadele/takas sekillerini de degistirmektedir. Bu alisveris karsilikli 6diil ve ceza
siirdiirmeme davranisi géstermektedir. Birey 6diil, haz ve tatmin duygusu elde etme nedeni
ile toplum i¢inde iliskilerini devam ettirmekte ve siirekli yenilemektedir. Ayrica sosyal
aligveris sonucunda elde edilen odiiliin digeri {izerinde iistiinliik kurma araci olma durumu
da olusmaktadir. Odiil ayn1 zamanda &diil alan bireyi minnet altinda birakip borgluluk hissi
de yaratabilmekte diger bireyde {istiinliik statiisiinii ortaya ¢ikarabilmektedir. Bu durumda
6dil alan bu 6diiliin ayn1 degerde karsiligini verebilirse diger bireyin iistiinliik statiistinti de
ortadan kaldirmaktadir. Bu durumda sosyal aligveris sonucu iiretilen 6diil bir gii¢ olarak
ortaya ¢ikabilmekte ve toplum iginde siniflar arasi farkliliklar1 da yaratabilmektedir.
Bireylerin sosyal aligveris siirecinde sorumluluklarini eksiksiz yerine getirmeleri toplum
icinde giiven mekanizmasinin dogru c¢aligmasini saglamakta bunun sonucunda da sosyal
baglar daha kuvvetli hale gelmektedir. Bu sosyal aligverisin toplum iginde iliskileri
birlestirici oldugu iddia edilmekte ve yeni iligkiler yaratabilme kapasitesini de
gostermektedir. Birey toplum i¢indeki konumu, sosyal statiisii, toplumsal rolleri iligki iginde
oldugu formel veya informel gruplar 6zelinde bir aktor olarak, ekonomik, sosyal, kiiltiirel
iliskilerinde dogrudan ya da dolayli olarak farkli aligveris tiirleri ve sekilleri ile toplumsal
yasam igerisinde var olmaktadir. Bdylece toplum her zaman topyekiin biitiin i¢inde
birbirlerini sinirlandiran, aligveris iginde olan, bazen birbirleriyle miicadele eden,
dengelesen, bilesen ve kendi aralarinda belirli bir hiyerarsi olusturan bir gruplagmalar
mikrokozmosu durumundadir. Bdylece toplumsal yap1 bitmeyen bir siire¢ olarak kesiksiz
bir yapilagsma ve yeniden yapilagsma hareketi i¢indedir. Dolayisiyla stirekli yikilan ve siirekli
yeniden kurulan kararsiz bir denge hali olarak topluma bu canlilig1 veren toplumun unsurlari
ve bireyleri arasindaki etkilesimdir. Sosyal aligveris kurami da bu dinamikligin, bireyler
arasindaki miibadele takas yoluyla gerceklestigini savunmaktadir.
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ABSTRACT. Digital games often cross the line between skill-based games and gambling. This is done by
using loot boxes. Loot boxes are virtual boxes with a random virtual content. Regulations of loot boxes, for
example age restrictions, are often discussed by players of digital games and politicians. This study
discusses the public acceptance of loot box regulations, by analyzing survey data. The conclusion of this
study is, that age restrictions for digital games with loot boxes are highly welcomed in general, but not by
people under age. The wish for more transparency and determinants concerning a long-term game influence
the wish for age restrictions in digital games with loot boxes.

INTRODUCTION

Subject of this paper is the possible regulation of age restrictions in mobile and
stationary digital games. This study analyzes survey data of people from Germany,
Hungary, South Africa, Thailand, the United Kingdom and the United States of America.
Digital games in general were often disputed in the last years (Bauer, 2018) (Au, 2019)
(Wetterau, 2018) (Pitscheneder, 2018) (D'Anastasio, 2019) (Schmieder, 2019)
(Kleinman, 2019) (Lohse, 2019). In the context of this paper digital games are treated as
fully digital goods in the sense of Stelzer’s definition. According to Stelzer, digital goods
are ,,immaterial ways to satisfy needs that can be developed, distributed or applied
through an information system. Digital goods are products or services that can be
represented, transmitted and processed in the form of binary data“ (Dirk, 2000).

The digital games business - especially the field of mobile gaming - has changed
significantly in recent years. Paid offers almost completely disappeared (Spencer, 2016).
There is an increase in free mobile digital games. According to Spencer free digital mobile
games generate the highest revenue in respective online portals (App-Store, Play Store,
etc.) (Spencer, 2016). These digital games can be categorized as freemium games.
"Freemium" is a term composed of the words "Free" and "Premium". In a freemium
business model game publishing companies provide a substantial part of their offer for
free. Revenue is made by In-App or In-Game purchases for additional services. Thus,
freemium is a combination of free and paid offers. The freemium revenue model is a form
of price differentiation. The game publishing companies no longer try to sell as many
copies of the games as possible. Instead, these digital game publishing companies
maximize user numbers and try to get their users to make In-App or In-Game purchases.
These purchases give players an advantage within the game or are cosmetic changes to
the game (skins).
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Since 2019 the global mobile gaming market according to the global digital games
analytics portal Newzoo is even bigger than the global gaming market for PC or console
games (stationary digital games) (Wijman, 2019). The global mobile gaming market will
have the volume of $77.2 Bn in 2020 (Wijman, 2020). For example, according to
Takahashi, the mobile games “Clash of Clans*“ and “Clash Royal*“ from publisher
Supercell together generated $2.3 billion revenue in 2016 worldwide (Cowley, 2017).

Newspaper articles have been piling up in recent years, reporting many In-App
purchases by minors and adults in a short period of time (D'Anastasio, 2019) (Kleinman,
2019). In individual cases, these In-App purchases have led to very high costs. Because
of this, criticism of In-App purchases increased in recent years. In 2019 the World Health
Organization (WHO) officially classified video game disorder as a mental health
condition (Rettner, 2019). According to WHO gaming disorder occurs, when there is a
"pattern of persistent or recurrent gaming behaviour in which people lose control of their
gaming behaviour, give priority to gaming over other interests and activities, and continue
gaming despite negative consequences, such as impairments in their family relationships,
social lives, work duties or other areas (Rettner, 2019)”.

Many people see a connection between loot boxes and gambling because of the
element of chance. Regulations for loot boxes are discussed by different institutions (Au,
2019) and in many different parliaments (Wetterau, 2018) (Landtag, 2017). Some
countries already have implemented regulations for loot boxes in their national law
(Schuhmann, 2018).

LITERATURE REVIEW

There is a public discussion about excessive usage behaviour of mobile digital games
(Bauer, 2018) (Au, 2019) (Wetterau, 2018) (D'Anastasio, 2019) (Kleinman, 2019). This
discussion is held in many different countries all over the world and is still going on.

People play digital games over a longer period of time and the game publishers keep
updating their games to keep them interesting. In 2014 Oscar Clark has discussed this
phenomenon in his book “Games as a service. How free to play can make better games*
(Clark, 2014). In 2014 Dimitar Draganov has published his book “Freemium mobile
games - Design & Monetization* (Draganov, 2014). He discussed how game design can
keep people interacting with a game over a longer period of time and how to convert
players of a game into paying customers. Tim Fields published his book “Mobile & Social
Game Design - Monetization, Methods and Mechanics* in 2014 (Fields, 2014). He also
discussed effects of game design on converting players into customers. Field’s book
focuses on key performance indicators. According to Fields, if there is a low ratio of daily
active users relative to monthly active users then the game has a problem getting players
back into the game. In 2015 Fowelin published a general article about how and why game
publishing companies use freemium as a monetization for their games (Fowelin, 2015).
The research method was qualitative and quantitative. The author sees freemium as a
competitive strategy or a marketing tool. Schwiddessen has published a study in 2018
about the classification of loot boxes (Schwiddessen, 2018). He discussed the element of
chance from loot boxes and under which circumstances a loot box can be classified as
gambling according to German law. Krainbring and Roll also published a study about
loot box classification in 2018 (R611, 2018). In their study the authors argue that a change
in law and jurisdiction in many countries is very likely to happen in the near future.
Laustetter published his study about the difference of gambling and skill-based games in
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2012. In his study he discussed different ways to calculate the element of chance of a
game (Laustetter, 2012).

The central research question for this study is: What are the relevant determinants
behind the acceptance of are restrictions for digital games with loot boxes? This study
shows the acceptance of age restrictions for mobile and stationary digital games with loot
boxes in multiple countries and gives a descriptive overview of central characteristics and
discusses relevant influences of these phenomenons.

RESEARCH METHOD

The research method of this study is empirical. In July 2019 an online survey in social
media was done. The survey was promoted with ads in social media (Facebook and
Instagram). This study presents survey data from Germany, Hungary, South Africa,
Thailand, the United Kingdom and the United States of America. The presented data in
this study are relevant for mobile and stationary digital games. 248 people from Germany,
302 people from Hungary, 168 people from South Africa, 238 people from Thailand, 229
people from the United Kingdom and 127 people from the United States participated in
this survey. The survey was split into two groups for mobile and stationary digital gaming
and asked it’s participants for their usage behaviour of In-App or In-Game purchases. The
presented data in this study show the responses concerning the acceptance of age
restrictions for digital games with loot boxes.

For this study there were 16 relevant questions and statements in the survey. The
participants could respond to these questions with “Yes”, “No”, “Prefer not to say”.
Participants could respond to statements with answers from one to seven. One stands for
“Do not agree at all” and seven stands for “Completely agree”. A pre-test has been done
in June 2019 with seven persons. During pre-test attention was paid to get a balanced
gender ratio. Four men and three women participated in the pre-test. There is a possible
bias for people who do not use social media in the data. Running ads inside games is not
possible in many cases. The social media bias is a bias that couldn’t be avoided. Running
ads on social media randomly show ads to people who have an interest in gaming. Ads
have been targeted specifically to each country or region.

FINDINGS AND DISCUSSION

A possible regulation of loot boxes, that is widely discussed are age restrictions for
digital games with loot boxes. The relevant statement from the survey for this study is
about age restrictions. Age restrictions for mobile and stationary digital games with loot
boxes are often claimed by politicians, because many people see a similarity of loot boxes
to gambling. Participants of the survey have also been asked for their age. The figure 1
shows the responses of survey participants to the statement “I would welcome age
restrictions for games with loot boxes”.
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Figure 1. Survey responses in relative to the statement “I would welcome age

The participants agree to the statement, that digital games with loot boxes should get
age restrictions. This applies with minor variations for all countries. To get further
information about the determinants, that drive the acceptance of age restrictions a
regression analysis has been made. The dependent variable is equal to one, if survey
participants responded to the statement “I would welcome age restrictions for games with
loot boxes” with a five or higher. Other ways it is equal to zero. The independent variable
“underage” in this regression is a dummy variable, which is equal to one if the survey
participant is 17 years old or younger and zero other ways. The independent dummy
variable “Mobile” is equal to one, if the survey participant plays mobile games and zero
other ways. Other relevant statements for this regression analysis are “I would appreciate
it, if all virtual items that are in a loot box are available at least once in a while in the
game shop for a fixed price”, “Showing loot box probabilities would make me spend less
on in-app purchases”, “I would appreciate that probabilities of items in loot boxes are
shown”, “Once I felt like the game tried to push me to do an In-App / In- Game purchase”,
“Game-deciding items, heroes, etc. should NOT be offered for sale within a game”, “A
game gives me pleasure when there are long-term successes”, “A game gives me pleasure
when there are short-term successes”, “When 1 decrease playing time, 1 feel
uncomfortable”, “The collection of rare weapons and / or items is important to me*, “I'm
proud of my game progress”, “Mobile games should entertain and relax”. Based on these
statements the  dummy  variables  “Lootboxcontentshop”,  “ProbLBless”,
“ShowingLBprob”, “Pushedbygame”, “Gamedecidingitems”, ‘“Longtermsuccesses”,
“Shorttermsuccesses”, “Decreaseplaytime”, “Rareweaponsitems”, ‘“ProudofProgress”
and “EntertainRelax” have been generated. If a survey participant responded to one of
these statements with a five or above, the respective variable is equal to one and zero
other ways. The independent variable “sex” is equal to 1 if the participant is male and
Ofor women.

The table 1 shows the results for linear regressions for the six countries in this study
and the overall average. A linear regression has been chosen, because it resulted in higher
values of R? compared to a Logit or Probit model.

Underaged people from Germany, Hungary, Thailand, USA and the overall average
are less likely to appreciate age restrictions for games with loot boxes. The group of
mobile digital gamers are more likely to appreciate age restrictions than stationary
gamers. Survey participants from Germany, Hungary, USA and the overall average, who
agree that the content of loot boxes should be available in the respective game shop at
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least once in a while for a fixed price, are more likely to have a positive attitude towards
age restrictions for games. People from Germany and Hungary, South Africa, Thailand,
UK and the overall average who agree to the statement, that showing loot box
probabilities would make them spend less on In-App purchases, are more likely to have
a positive opinion on age restrictions. Participants from South Africa, USA and the overall
average who at least once felt pushed by the game to make In-App or In-Game purchases
are more likely to have a positive opinion on age restrictions. People from UK, USA and
the overall average, who think that game deciding items should not be for sale within the
game, are more likely to have a positive attitude towards age restrictions. A positive
response to the statement about long term successes inside a digital game leads to a higher
probability to agree to age restrictions for people from Thailand, USA and the overall
average. Short term successes on the other hand have a negative impact on the probability
to have a positive attitude towards age restrictions for people from Germany and the
overall average. Germans, who feel uncomfortable, when they decrease playing time, are
less likely to have a positive attitude on age restrictions for digital games with loot boxes.
Hungarian and American people who like to collect rare weapons or items inside digital
games are more likely to appreciate age restrictions for digital games with loot boxes.
Hungarians who are proud of their game progress are less likely to have a positive attitude
towards In-App or In-Game purchases. Hungarians, who want that a digital game
entertains and relaxes, are more likely, while Americans, who want that a digital game
entertains and relaxes, are less likely to welcome age restrictions for digital games with
loot boxes. Males from Thailand and America are compared to women less likely
welcome age restriction in digital games. Survey participants from Thailand, who once
felt pushed by other players to make In-App or In-Game purchases, are more likely to
welcome age restrictions for digital games, while British survey participants, who once
felt pushed by other players to make In-App or In-Game purchases, are less likely.

CONCLUSION AND FURTHER RESEARCH APPROACH

Age restrictions for mobile or stationary digital games with loot boxes are highly
welcomed by consumers in general. This does not apply for people under age. The wish
for more transparency (‘“Lootboxcontentshop” and “ShowingLBprob”) is a relevant
determinant to welcome age restrictions. This also applies for determinants concerning a
long-term  game  play  (“Gamedecidingitems”, “Longtermsuccess”  and
“Rareweaponsitems”), too. The majority of survey participants sees it as necessary to
regulate digital games with age restrictions. This is the same way gambling is regulated.
People see a similarity between digital games with loot boxes and gambling.

This study gives an overview of consumer preferences based on an online survey. Until
today it is unknown what consumer preferences of people from other countries are. The
presented data only applies for the Germany, Hungary, South Africa, Thailand, UK and
the USA in July 2019. Findings from this study cannot be transferred to other countries.
There might be further regional differences in other countries. Future studies can fill this
research gap. Further exploring of consumer preferences for possible regulations can help
to find useful regulations for digital games with loot boxes.
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ABSTRACT. Robert Strausz-Hupé defines the tragic aspect of international power struggle as “To be
honest, small states has neither a geopolitical nor a geostrategic set; small states constitute a part of
geopolitics of the greater ones”. In return, the great powers that desire to have impact on the world economy
or politics through geographical factors need the meaningful geography and support of these small states.
Georgia does not possess necessary means to become an influential actor in its region due to its population,
surface area, natural resources, technological and economic power, and it would be challenging for Georgia
to maintain its political existence without the support of geopolitical dynamics. “Being needed” comes first
among these dynamics. The events that took place in Georgia in 2008 constituted a strategic turning point
guiding the Crimea and Ukraine interventions of Russia in the near future. For Russia, it became the
strategic “applicability” criterion of its “tough” policies in the new era. The “Others” did not become
effective in the face of the military power of Russia and were not mentioned in the title of this article. This
includes Turkey. The geopolitical dynamics affecting Georgia are discussed in the framework of historical
development, and their impact on the near political geography, especially on Turkey, is analysed.

INTRODUCTION

Territory and ownership of territory are the main concepts of political geography. They
shape political history. Ownership of territory is a spatial and social representation of
power, and it has a story. The emergence of political borders, which are the spatial
representation of ownership, in the 18" century made sovereignty and states “visible”. On
the contrary to what is said, borders are changing, thus they have also been labelled as an
instrument of power politics. Border is a political concept that culture produced.
International power politics considers the political geography that is formed by political
borders as a field of political struggle that consists of civilian administrations with
identity, and borders that are identified clearly form the key element of modern state.
While borders create identity, they are formed through identities.

The fact that the borders identifying a specific cultural group are spread to geography
on different scales has ideological and economical constructs, and the dimensions of the
geographical scale they surround have always been determinative in terms of geopolitical
effect. Throughout the historical process, big fish has usually eaten little fish. Entering a
new phase in its development after the World War II, International Law prevented
“Borders” from transforming into “Frontiers” again for a long time under the roof of
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United Nations as a guarantor organization for little fish. Violation of political borders
and sovereign base area was considered criminal acts and banned. Georgia is particularly
one of these small-scale states that drew advantage from the atmosphere following the
dissolution of the USSR and got stuck in that geography. The national defense and
development strategy has to take this humble scale into consideration.

After Georgia gained independence in 1991, it assumed the role of transit country
delivering rich oil and natural gas resources of the Caucasus and Middle East countries
to the developed Western countries. While it became a country which was needed, the
military intervention it launched in South Ossetia, where independence had been
proclaimed, on August 8, 2008 released the genie in the magic lamp. Russia troops
entered Ossetia and overwhelmed Georgia. Turkey could not produce any effect in
response and it would not have been practical for Georgia to make such demands from
Turkey.

GEOGRAPHICAL LOCATION OF GEORGIA AND ITS POTENTIAL OF
POLITICAL IMPACT

Georgia, Azerbaijan and Armenia are important components of the geopolitics of the
South Caucasus, and Georgia links the heart of the South Caucasus with Europe and
beyond through the Black Sea. The region is geographically sheltered as it is surrounded
by the Black Sea and the Caspian Sea in the west and east, and by range of mountains in
the north and south (Kantarc1,2014:233).

Georgia is the only country in the Caucasus region that has access to a sea. Georgia,
with its geopolitical location, is a lively crossroad and transient area in the Caucasus. It is
one of the significant regions that the physical defense of weak spots of the Caucasus and
Russia is based on. Georgia has always been a conflict zone for countries in the region
and global powers due to its strategic location. Despite lack of rich natural resources, it
attracts regional and extra-regional powers of the Caucasus because it is located on the
route of energy resources available in the Caspian region and has a coast on the Black
Sea (Kantarc1,2014:232).

Georgia is among the most problematic countries of the South Caucasus. It goes
through problems in its internal and external policies because of having ethnic and
administrative difficulties. Georgian authorities officially claim that Ossetian and Abkhaz
secessionists are favored by Russia. The fact that South Ossetia and Abkhazia are backed
up by Russia (Aljazeera,2014) is a representation of the “tough” policies that are pursued
in the “political formation” and controlling of countries. Nye argues that tough policies
refer to external action that affects the internal affairs of a sovereign state. It constitutes
an end of a spectrum of impact from an acute angle without force to high force (military
invasion). Intervention might take place in the form of a statement as well as economic
assistance and bribing dignitaries (Nye&Welch,2011:281-282). Making use of
differences and contagion of cultural fault lines have taken the forms of “tough” today.
The method of geostrategic containment includes sealing fields and strategic resources to
other countries that grow stronger by destroying economic and social structures, and
commissioning limited military power and “social powers” through terrorization of
“cultural weapons” (Kurban&Ergiin,2020:123).

Claiming that Russia should stand up for the Russian population and heritage in the
former Soviet republics, Eurasianists have argued since 1993 that Russia should defend
its interests in the former Soviet republics through more realistic approaches and take
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responsibility in these countries. Entrusted with the office of Minister of Foreign Affairs
in 1996, Yevgeny Primakov described the Russian foreign policy as “balancing resistance
against the American hegemony with Eurasia and CIS axis”; and stated in his work “The
World Without Russia” that the Caucasus are the red line and the lack of confidence
between Russia and NATO caused this approach (Gaffarli,2011).

Georgia became the guinea pig of the Eurasianist initiative and the indicator of where
this initiative might reach (Ismailov,2013:92). The strategic foundation of realizing
demands and aims lies in the Foreign Policy Doctrine announced in 1993. Russia declared
the former Soviet geography as its own domain under the name “near abroad”, but it could
not stabilize politically and economically, so it could not implement this policy as it aimed
to. Ozbay argues that Russia started to pursue a policy of controlled instability in a sense
by triggering the conflicts in order to achieve dominance in the region it acknowledged
as “near abroad” (Ozbay,2009:21). The Primakov Doctrine maintained that Russia had to
be considered a super power again in the international arena and to that end, it might
organize military intervention in the geography it considered near abroad to solve
problems if necessary.

Since the 16™ century, Russia has been using the ethnic identities in the Caucasus
region in line with its objectives. The geopolitical architecture that Russia embraced was
developed in line with the perspective of “a unique culture gathering Orthodox Eastern
Slavic and Muslim Turkic peoples under one roof”, which Duncan highlighted
(Duncan,2005:287-288). It is observed that the foreign policy strategy of Russia has been
structured to expand the “state in every direction” since the 16" century. Russia is a
revisionist and hostile state that expanded 100.000 km? on average per year between 1552
and 1917. “Russia behaves with tyrannical determination of a superior power when it is
powerful. When it is weak, it disguises its weakness by brooding” (Kissinger,2016). After
accessing to power, Putin directed his attention towards the traditional living space of
Russia, i.e. Eurasia, and desired to gain strength in the region, to tidy up its backyard,
then to assume an advantageous role in the world stage by becoming the dominant power
of Eurasia (Sapmaz,2008:124). Moscow considers minorities of Russian origin and
heterogeneous populations as instruments to gain its power again. Thus, the ethnic
problems in Georgia arouse attention in Russia (USAK:2008). As is known, “neighboring
three different cultural areas (Europe, Asia and Islamic World)” and being home to
population consisting of these three different groups, Russia has never become a nation-
state as Europe perceives. Russian administrators had Russia annex territories of its
neighbors, thus its borders constantly changed. Therefore, Russia became a huge empire
incomparable to any European country. Besides, with each new conquest, it incorporated
new, uneasy and non-Russian rebellious ethnic groups, so the structure of the state
changed. This constitutes one of the reasons why Russia feels itself obliged to hold armies
too huge to be associated with a possible threat to its foreign security”
(Kissinger,2000:18).

After becoming independent, Georgia experienced huge economic difficulties because
it does not possess any significant economic resources, oil and natural gas, which could
have attracted foreign investors. The economic and ethnic problems made conflicts
unavoidable. As a result, in the late 1980s, when the USSR was nearly dissolved, the first
conflict broke out between Abkhazia-South Ossetians and Georgia. In the 1990s,
nationalist and secessionist ideas appeared in Georgia because there were ethnic issues,
tension, economic issues, it was believed the Tbilisi administration was incapable and it
was expected from local politicians to resolve the issue (Kantarc1,2014:235). Newly
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established countries such as Azerbaijan and Georgia faced territorial integrity issues
(Aslanl1,2013:14). Georgia was in need of foreign aid because of economic incapability,
political upheavals, ethnic issues and instability. In this regard, Russia attempted to
intervene and extra-regional actors sought the opportunity of establishing a zone of
influence in the region (Oztiirk,2013:201,242).

ROAD LEADING TO RUSSO-GEORGIAN WAR

On May 24, 2000, the Security Council of Russia approved the Foreign Policy
Doctrine of Russia, i.e. Putin Doctrine. The issues such as attending political, economic
and military interests in 14 former Soviet republics and protecting rights of the ethnic
Russian minority constitute the main items of the doctrine. The CIS geography forms the
center of gravity of the power that Russia and Putin possess. Any weakness to be revealed
in this geography will pose a power and survival problem for Russia. Putin desired to
increase the Russian influence and to provide stability in the Caucasus, which Russia
regards as its “backyard”. Russia decided to regain control in the post-USSR regions.

The Putin administration attempted to eliminate the risk factors threatening the
Russian interests in the South Caucasus and pursued a strategy that could not stand
tougher and new losses from the energy investments in the region to the political aspect
of the regional policy (Donmez,2011:97). Russia also focuses on the Georgian ports
(Iyikan,2011:258);(Yanar,2002:55-56).

While both the “Red Line” concept that Primakov introduced and brooding period
doctrines stretching to Putin were present, the opportunist movements in the region only
served for instability strategies.

Since Georgia became independent on April 28, 1991, it has gone through serious
instability and depression because of various factors. In brief, from this date to the present,
Georgia has experienced ethnic problems in Abkhazia and South Ossetia, the Rose
Revolution, various issues because of Russian military stations, and accusations that it
aids terrorists, all of which led to the war with Russia. The reason behind these events is
that Georgia is of geopolitical significance and great powers, the US and Russia in
particular, are interested in the country. Besides, the country became vulnerable and was
dragged into a tight corner because of the domestic instabilities that it experienced as a
result of ethnic and political problems (Karabulut, 2019:188).

Zviad Gamsakhurdia, who was an ethnic nationalist and inexperienced politician,
became the first president of Georgia when it became independent again on April 28,
1991. During the Gamsakhurdia administration, ethnic conflicts peaked (Eyidogan,2020).

Gamsakhurdia first aimed to reannex the regions having proclaimed sovereignty to
Georgia. As a result, Georgia attacked South Ossetia. The Organization for Security and
Co-operation in Europe (OSCE) and Russia intervened and an agreement was signed in
1992 (Eyidogan, 2020).

Eduard Shevardnadze, who was the former Soviet Minister of Foreign Affairs and
former Secretary of the Georgian Communist Party, succeeded Gamsakhurdia in March
1992 (Eyidogan, 2020).

Shevardnadze was the president of Georgia, which used to be part of the USSR,
between 1995 and 2003, when the Rose Revolution took place (Kavkaz-uzel, 2020).

Shevardnadze stepped down following the “Rose Revolution”, during which
protestors entered the parliament holding red roses and claiming that the 2003 elections
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were fraudulent (Vesti,2020). Carrying out pro-Western policies, Mikheil Saakashvili
was chosen the president in the first elections (Botinaposckmnii,2020).

Saakashvili primarily aimed to adject South Ossetia and Abkhazia to Georgia again.
Therefore, the goal of obtaining NATO membership, which had also been on the table
during the Shevardnadze period, came to a new state after Saakashvili, who had education
in the USA after the Rose Revolution and had “support” of the USA and the West,
acceded to power. Shevardnadze had tried to find a balance between the USA and Russia,
but following the Rose Revolution, the foreign policy became mostly US- and West-
oriented (Eyidogan,2020).

In fact, the events began afterwards.

Russia imposed an economic embargo to cease selling energy to Georgia in 2006 and
terminated its diplomatic relations (Tellal,2010).

Saakashvili pitched in to entitle Georgia a unitary structure. To this end, he first aimed
to build a more powerful Georgia by annexing South Ossetia and Abkhazia because they
had close ties with Russia. It seemed it was an issue to be resolved internally. However,
as Russia was taking an eager interest in these regions and supporting them, Georgia
needed assistance from the USA and the West to realize this goal, which could be
regarded a foreign political move and would stop the problem being an internal issue of
Georgia. NATO membership became their most significant priority of security and
foreign policies to fulfil this objective and build up security of Georgia in the region
(Oztiirk,2009:7).

Saakashvili was assisted by the West, by the President of the USA, George Bush, in
particular, gathered economic and political strength thanks to the Baku-Tbilisi-Ceyhan
pipeline. As a result, Georgia became inclined to implement anti-Russian policies. By the
time Saakashvili came to power in 2003, the military budget was 50 million dollars and
the total spending on defense to restructure the army was 30 million dollars. In 2007,
these figures reached 600 million dollars and 490 million dollars respectively
(Eyidogan,2020).

The Ossetians held an independence plebiscite for the second time and 90% of them
voted in favor (FOpweBa,2020). The Georgia was governed by a pro-Western leader,
which presented a threat to Russia. Therefore, Russia aided the Ossetians underhandedly.
That 90% of the citizens of the Republic of South Ossetia has a Russian passport proves
it (A3ap,2020).

Georgian army performed an operation on South Ossetia, which had proclaimed
sovereignty, on August 8, 2008 (BBC,2020). In response, Russian army entered Ossetia,
and began to fight against Georgia (bymryes, 2020).

Following the declaration of independence by Georgia, Abkhazia declared
independence as well in June 1992.

Shevardnadze came to Tbilisi in March 1992, which led to the expectation that thing
might develop differently. Nevertheless, it came to naught. Shevardnadze made it clear
that "the Abkhazia issue will be resolved in Tbilisi". As legislative and executive actions
of Georgia disclosed, Thbilisi did not recognize the Abkhaz ASSR. Georgia abolished the
1978 Constitution and put the pre-Soviet 1921 Constitution into force in February 1992.
The Abkhazians responded on July 23, 1992 by abolishing the 1978 Abkhaz ASSR
constitution of the Supreme Soviet. They declared that the 1925 Constitution, which
provided Abkhazia the status it held prior to autonomy, would remain in effect till the
adoption of a new constitution (Zatulin&Angabadze,1998:4). In August 1992, the war
broke out when Georgian army entered Abkhazia (Giling6r,2013:39).
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TURKEY AND THE WAR BETWEEN RUSSIA AND GEORGIA

There was not much conflict between South Ossetia and Georgia from 1992 to 2008.
The refugees in Georgia could not go back to their homelands in South Ossetia and
Georgia did not recognize the independence of South Ossetia. There was so much tension
and conflict between Georgia and Russia in early 2008 that it was clear that a war would
begin. In May of the same year, tension escalated when Georgia blamed Russia for the
shoot-down of a drone(Meydan,2017).

Russia declared that Georgia shot down 2 of their aircrafts in South Ossetia, where
they were strafing Georgian soldiers, and the Deputy Chief of the Russian General Staff
Anatoly Nogovitsin stated Russia lost 2 aircrafts, but did not mention where (Dw,2020).
A representative of the Russian “peace-keeping” troops made a statement to Interfax that
Georgia shot down a SU-25 and a TU-22 aircrafts of Russia (Arees,2020).

In the forthcoming days, the Abkhazians joined forces with South Ossetia and Russia.
Then, Russia shelled significant Georgian cities by land, sea and air. As a result, Georgia
was forced to withdraw its troops from Abkhazia and South Ossetia (Oztiirk,2009:9).

Turkey could not remain silent in the face of this attack on Georgia. Saakashvili
appealed Turkey for help. The Prime Minister Erdogan stated during the meeting with the
UN Secretary-General Ban Ki Moon that actions ought to be taken and cooperation ought
to be established to bring the conflict to an end (Sabah 12 August 2008).

While the conflicts were continuing, it was realized that diplomacy collapsed. The
ceasefire Georgia declared was turned down by Russia(BBC,2020). Meanwhile, Russia
and the USA blamed each other. Putin stated the USA was still of the Cold War mindset
while Bush accused Russia of disproportionate use of force (Sabah 12 August 2008). On
the other hand, the Russian Prosecutor’s Office Investigation Commission sued Georgia
stating that Georgian army performed military campaign against South Ossetia. The
representative of the commission said “Russia has officially filed a lawsuit against the
Georgian troops attacking South Ossetia.”( Sabah 12 August 2008).

Due to its actions in this process, Turkey was criticized in that "considering the close
relations between Turkey and Georgia and Turkey's intense economic and political ties
in the region, the reaction of the Turkish government to the conflict between Georgia and
Russia was remarkably soft” (Ikinci&Schwarz,2020).

Recep Tayyip Erdogan went to paid a visit to Moscow to meet Putin and to resolve the
conflict between Russia and Georgia peacefully. In the meantime, there were some
statements that Russia was interested in the “Caucasian Alliance”!, which was put

teklifi-haberi/, Retrieved on 22.12.2019. Russian government showed the importance it gave to Turkey in
resolving the crisis in the Caucasus with a unique protocol. Green light was given to Erdogan's proposal for
a Caucasian Alliance at the dinner where Erdogan met with all executives including Medvedev, Putin and
Lavrov. Moscow government, which was cool towards the Georgia-oriented policy of the WEST, showed
how much importance it gave to Turkey's efforts as a mediator in the resolution of the Caucasus crisis with
a unique diplomatic protocol. Prime Minister Tayyip Erdogan joined a business dinner as a "guest" where
he met all senior managers including President Dmitry Medvedev, Prime Minister Vladimir Putin, and
Foreign Minister Sergei Lavrov. The business dinner was about the Georgia-Russia crisis. This has led to
comments that French President Nicolas Sarkozy, who had previously come to Moscow for mediation was
“overshadowed”.

After the meeting at Main Dorf Castle, the residence of former Soviet leaders Yuri Andropov, Erdogan
gave a brief statement announcing that Turkey and Russia consented to work towards the establishment of
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forward by Erdogan on August 11, 2008 (Ugarol,2019). Having met the President
Medvedev and the Prime Minister Putin, and having delivered his offer of Caucasus
Alliance to its addressees , Erdogan stated “If no step is taken to threaten peace, you may
consider it done.” (Sabah 14 August 2008).

After he completed his talks in Moscow, Erdogan arrived in Tbilisi. Following his
meeting with Saakashvili, Erdogan highlighted that he was in favor of protecting the
territorial integrity of Georgia and said “We, as Turkey, support that Georgia's
independence, sovereignty and territorial integrity which is recognized by UN Security
Council resolutions and international law be protected” (Sabah 15 August 2008).

That Poland approved the missile shield system aggravated the tension between Russia
and the USA (Ap6aroB&/IBopkuH,2020), which had already been worsened by the war
in the Caucasus. Russia uttered a threat by saying “This decision also allows us to use
nuclear weapons for the threat from Poland”(Sabah 16 August 2008).

Although Georgia withdrew, Russia kept occupying Georgian lands until the Sarkozy
Plan, which was approved on August 16 and drafted by France, i.e. the President of the
Council of the European Union of the time (Oztiirk,2009:9).

The ceasefire between the two countries began on August 17, 2008 (Dw,2020).
Nevertheless, on the same dates, Russia took an unsettling decision and recognized the
sovereignty of South Ossetia (Vesti,2020). Subsequently, the Ministry of Foreign Affairs
of Turkey released a statement saying that it was worried about the events and in favor
that the conflicts should be resolved peacefully. Some other countries reacted to Russia
as follows: the U.S. “It is an irresponsible decision”; the UK “We will not admit that”;
France “We condemn that strongly”; Germany “We absolutely cannot accept it”; Georgia
“This is an annexation” (Sabah 27 August 2008). NATO stated, “We reject that”
(Tass,2020).

CONCLUSION

The Georgia events are a large-scale political awareness that was produced by a small-
scale geography, which caused the genie in the magic lamp to wake or Russian decision-
makers to realize that the “brooding” period, in Kissinger’s terms, came to an end. Using
hard power to control and shape countries or states, and having it embraced in terms of
international law and developing norms are challenging attitudes. The expectation to
eliminate these violations through sanctions that are pertinent to the scale is the most
significant foundation of deterrent policy. It can be readily stated that the desultory and
ineffective sanctions that fell short of the scale during and after the Georgia events caused
new expectations to grow for Russia.

While the USSR was dissolving, the Caucasus were left with ethnical problems, just
like the Middle East after the UK. Being the successor of the USSR, Russia aims to
become the only power of this region benefiting from these problems
(Haksozhaber,2020).

It was thought that the Moscow hegemony over Transcaucasia ended after the Soviets
dissolved and the Cold War ended. After Russia withdrew from this region, a power gap
appeared and since then global and regional powers have been fighting to fill in.
Transcaucasia became the primary objective of "The New Great Game", which is a many-

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sided power struggle and in which regional and global powers aim to derive geopolitical,
geo-economic and strategic interests. The new belt and road projects that China began to
develop in the region will increase the number of actors in the region.

For Georgia, Abkhazia and South Ossetia have always been huge problems, and the
steady conflict and the ceasefire led to the Russian-Georgian war in August 2008. Georgia
was defeated in both Abkhazia and South Ossetia, both of which had military and political
aids by Russia. After the Russian peace-keeping troops were deployed in the region, the
separatist regions got out of the control of Georgia (Gafarl,2015:26). The conflict gained
a different perspective after the war in August 2008, when Georgia did not recognize the
independence of Abkhazia and South Ossetia, but Russia did (Kasim,2009:12).

Having occurred in Georgia thanks to the USA, the Revolution of Roses constitutes an
important part in the Russia-Georgia relations. Following the government changeover in
Georgia, the anti-Russians held all the power (Y1lmaz,2010:23). Saakashvili became the
president after this revolution in 2003. He adopted policies tending towards Transatlantic
foreign relations and anti-Russian approach, which led to tension between Georgia and
Russia after 2006 and then to a short-term war between them in August 2008. Finally, in
the post-war period, Russia recognized the independence of the secessionist regions in
Georgia, namely Abkhazia and South Ossetia (Has,2013:4). Saakashvili came to power
after the revolution and he was backed by the West, which worsened the relations between
the countries and the Georgian people who were working in Russia were deported as a
result (Gafarli, 2015:10).

Abkhazia and South Ossetia were not the only problems that Georgia had. It
experiences other issues related to ethnicity. For instance, the Armenians that live in
Jevahatya, and the Autonomous Republic of Adzharistan ask for independence (Kantarci,
2011:234).

Georgia and the Ossetians seem to be the parties in the South Ossetia conflict, but
it became multilateral when the USA and Russia intervened. These two countries became
opponents as Russia aids the Ossetian — though it rejects that — and the USA aids Georgia.
Besides, the Western countries desire to gain more influence in this region via the OSCE
and the EU (Yapici, 2020).

Turkey could not manage to become effective on the events that took place in the
region, which made it obvious that it should reconsider its capacity of geopolitical impact.
Additionally, that NATO and the EU were not able to place sanctions against Russia after
the war became clear. It is also possible that this attitude of the western countries towards
Russia will provide a basis for it to develop military options against Ukraine.

There is a Russian fact in the Eurasian geography and it is a dynamic mentioned in
geopolitical analyses that countries can never underestimate. Producing national strategic
concepts based on peace and cooperation and acting taking the principles of international
law into consideration should constitute the primary method of action. Not having a
geopolitical and geostrategic set does not eliminate the option of preference. If these
preferences are made parallel to the ones of trans-ocean playmakers, no countries can
blame either Turkey or the other actors that they have enmeshed in security dilemma
because of what has happened to them.

ATATURK’S FOREIGN MINISTER TEVFIK RUSTU ARAS

ABSTRACT. Tevfik Riistli Aras is one of the most influential statesmen in Turkish political life. Turkey
and the world were passing through a very critical period during Aras’ ministry. Turkish foreign policy
was shaped by Atatiirk’s perspective that was “Peace at home, Peace in the world” but it was not so easy
to implement in world politics. Specifically, Turkey’s affair with United Kingdom (UK) was a
determining factor in Turkish foreign policy. The inter-war period led to the emergence of fascist and
ultra-nationalist movements in Europe. Tevfik Riistii Aras achieved to nationalize Dardanelles and
Bosporus in favor of the dynamics of balance of power in Europe with The Montreux Straits Convention.
Atatiirk who was a founder of the Turkish Republic predicted that the new world war would come up in
a very short time. Thus, Atatiirk and his foreign minister Tevfik Riistii Aras believed that Turkey could
only protect her national security and borders with regional pacts. Furthermore, these regional pacts
would have the potential to make progress to avoid a new global war. This study aims to enlighten briefly
Aras’ foreign ministry period and put important approaches to his policies that can be inspirations for
current regional problems. During this study, important newspapers and magazines, as well as archival
documents, books, and articles were benefited from.

INTRODUCTION

The only foreign minister of the founder of Republic of Turkey Mustafa Kemal
Atatiirk, Dr. Tevfik Riistii Aras had undoubtedly steered Turkish foreign policy in a
fragile period in the history of politics around the world and Europe that was full of
political and economic crises. Although he was a medical doctor, he served as the
foreign minister from 1924 until Atatiirk's death, 1938, due to his close friendship with
Atatiirk and his trust in him. It was observed that the foreign policy of Turkey was
started to be shaped and solidified of new Turkey under the ministry of Dr. Aras.

During his stay in Paris, where one of the important centers of the Committee of
Union and Progress was located, Dr. Aras became friends with then influential names
such as Doctor Nazim, Hiisrev Sami, Ahmet Riza and Bahattin Sakir. However, his
acquaintance with the politics mainly took place after the effective friendship with
Mustafa Kemal, with whom he met during his visit to Izmir to go to Thessaloniki
(Tanju, 1987). Dr. Aras, who went to Anatolia during the national struggle, joined the
parliament on July 1st, 1920, after Mahmut Bey, the Mentese deputy, was martyred by
the rebels, in the elections held for the first period of the Grand National Assembly
(Coker, 1995).

Mustafa Kemal Ataturk attributed great importance to foreign policies as much as
domestic affairs during his efforts in establishing the new Republic of Turkey from the
ashes of the Ottoman Empire that has gone down in history after six centuries. While
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the War of Independence was continuing, the Ottoman Empire approved the sharing of
national pact lands among the occupiers with the Sevres Agreement signed with the
occupying states on August 10th, 1920, Turkey showed great military success and
diplomatic success with the Treaty of Lausanne signed on July 24th, 1923, and received
international diplomatic recognition.

The most important word of Atatiirk summarizing his foreign policy is “Peace at
home, peace in the world”. Atatiirk, who has aimed at lasting peace since the beginning
of the national struggle, has tried to protect it after ensuring the security of the Misak-1
Milli (National Pact) borders and the independence of the country. Believing that the
war must only be fought for national independence and home defense, Atatiirk marked
these important words in February 1923, “War must be mandatory and vital. As long
as the life of the nation is not compromised, war is murder.”(Ataturk’s Discourses and
Statements, 1952).

One of the most important factors that determine a country's foreign policy is its
geostrategic and geographical location (Kamel, 2014). With the proclamation of the
Republic, Turkey has been neighbors with powerful states. In the east, Turkey was
neighboring the Soviet Union, Britain with the Iraqi mandate and the island of Cyprus,
France with the Syrian mandate, Italy as it mandated the Dodecanese islands and the
Kastellorizo. Thus, Turkey became neighbors with the then most powerful countries
and began to follow a more realistic foreign policy aware of this responsibility (Esmer
& Sander, 2005). The understanding of contemporary diplomacy was adopted in
foreign policy principles oriented at full independence, national sovereignty, and
modernization. Undoubtedly, the opposite regimes that emerged between the two wars
played a major role in this. Turkey aimed to have a voice in international diplomacy
both by ensuring national security and by building new alliance systems. The most
important examples of this are the Balkan Pact in 1934 and the Sa'dabad Pact founded
in 1937. In this way, Turkey will take responsibility for the problems in its geography
and make collaborations in its region and the international platforms. This
understanding should be considered as one of the most important requirements of
Turkish foreign policy.

In the process, where the foreign policy of new Turkey is determined under Ataturk's
leadership, Tevfik Riistii Aras was the person that contributed the most to these policies
with successful practices. Deserving the title of ‘“Atatiirk's unchanging foreign
minister”, Aras fulfilled his duty by consulting with Atatiirk with the awareness of his
heavy responsibilities. The most important one of the proofs of this is him constantly
saying in the majority of his speeches that Turkey's foreign policy is built on peace
(Sencer, 2006). Aras has almost completely followed Atatiirk's recommendations and
suggestions for foreign policy. To illustrate this, on his return to Geneva in May 1931,
he stated that he would not make any statement to the press members without meeting
with Ismet Pasha and Atatiirk (Cumhuriyet, 1931). On his return from his visit to
Romania on June 9th, 1937, which was another important trip, he stated; “I came from
Romania, kissed my chief's hand and reported my compliments. I received his
compliments and received his orders. I'm going to Ankara tomorrow evening." (Aksam,
1937)

Tevfik Riistii Aras has certainly faced various difficulties during his ministry. The
most prominent among these are the differences of opinion he had with ismet Inonu on
some issues. Undoubtedly, people were curious about how Atatiirk behaved in these
situations. Still, Atatiirk told Aras after his having become the foreign minister; "I will
always help you." (Tanju, 1987). Based on his promise, it can be said that Atatiirk
preferred Aras. It is noteworthy that among the most important events demonstrating
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this, during the preparation phase of the Balkan Pact and the Nyon Conference, is
Ataturk's preference for Aras related to tensions between Aras and Ismet Pasha.

As Atatiirk's close friend and of course with his personal ability, foresight and
diplomacy skills, Tevfik Riistii Aras successfully represented Turkey at international
meetings and diplomatic negotiations and signed several international agreements that
were influential worldwide. Aras, while striving for world peace, also having worked
with self-devotion through the understanding that "Countries do not have eternal
hospitality and hostility, but have eternal interests," which is the most accurate and
unchanging base of interstate relations, has managed to leave a permanent foreign
policy heritage in the Turkish foreign policy and political history.

Foreign Policy Developments in Tevfik Riistii Aras Period
Turkish-British Relations and the Mosul Question

Mosul has been one of the most fundamental issues of the Republic of Turkey since
its declaration. Within the area of approximately 90 thousand km2 of Mosul province,
there are Siileymaniye, Mosul, and Kirkuk banners. Mosul is ancient geography, where
the Turkmen population lived in the Ottoman borders and has had a historical and
cultural connection ever since the existence of the Turks (Yal¢in, 2000). With the
industrial revolution and the discovery of petroleum in the 19th century, the strategic
importance of the region has greatly increased. With the Sykes-Picot Agreement signed
in 1916, which was one of the most important secret agreements involving the sharing
of Ottoman lands during the First World War, the petrol regions, including Mosul, were
planned to be shared among the imperialist countries.

Before and during the Treaty of Lausanne, the interest of the great powers in the
region was about owning or controlling energy resources. For the Lausanne Conference
in Istanbul, Turkey wanted to save the Straits area and Mosul from foreign invasion.
Mosul was of great importance for Turkey, but the status of the Straits was even more
so. Thus, the following provision could be found in the matter of definitive instructions
to be from Turkey in talks about Mosul: "Iraq border: Sulaimaniya, Kirkuk, and Mosul
districts will be requested if another situation occurs at the conference, instructions will
be requested from the government." (Simsir, 2005) The Treaty of Lausanne is an
international text that has reached the Misak-1 Milli (national pact) goal, except for the
Mosul issue and a few exceptions. With this document, which is the founding treaty of
Turkey, Turkey has become a part of international law and gained the sovereign,
independent state status. Turkey has now gained the security it has desired, as it had, to
some degree, given up its regional interest centers (Hale, 2003).

At the Lausanne Conference, the Mosul Problem could not be resolved. Turkey-Iraq
border, which could literally not be drawn, the UK and Turkey have decided to settle
the issue among them. Should the two states could not agree, a consensus was reached
to bring the issue to the League of Nations. Thus, the Mosul Question that could not be
settled in Lausanne was transferred to the new Republic of Turkey (Simsir, 2005).

Before the matter was raised to the LN, the Hali¢ Conference was held on May 19th,
1924 at the request of England (Ugarol, 1979). During the talks, the Turkish delegation
was chaired by the President of the Grand National Assembly and Istanbul deputy Fethi
Okyar, and the British delegation was chaired by the Iraqi High Commissioner Sir
Percy Cox. Opinions similar to the ones defended in Lausanne were put forth in this
meeting also; Fethi Bey stated in these words the need for Mosul to not be separated
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from Turkey in regard to geographical and racial standpoint (Republic of Turkey
Ministry of Foreign Affairs, 1974):

"Turks and Kurds are two brothers who united their political fortunes forever. They
have constituted a Republic and through the ideal of parity, they benefit from the same
rule of law and religion via the same politics and concessions."

The Mosul question in the League of Nations (LN) began to be discussed on
September 20th, 1924. In the opinion of Turkey, plebiscites should have been made in
Mosul. But England regarded the issue to only be about the determination of the
borderline between Iraq and Turkey. Fethi Bey said: “It is the irrevocable denial that
every border issue is a promise of land” regarding this approach by England (Erim,
1946). The League of Nations, which was already under the control of the United
Kingdom, has decided on the Mosul issue to keep the status quo. According to this; 1-
Mosul will be considered part of Iraq and will be kept under the British mandate for 25
years, 2- The borderline between Turkey and Iraq will be determined as the one that
was set in Brussels (Walters, 1986). According to the opinion of the commission
established within the League of Nations about Mosul, LN decided to establish a three-
person committee consisting of neutral states in line with the opinion of England. This
commission consisted of Hungarian Count Teleki, Belgian Colonel Poulis, and Swiss
A. Wirsen. Meanwhile, as the British were trying to acquire new lands, border conflicts
were seen in the north. Therefore, on October 29th, 1925, the British drew a line from
a place separating Mosul from Hakkari and called this line the "Brussels Line" (Kilig,
2008). The British representatives, on the other hand, have claimed rights over the
Hakkari province, putting forward their previous claims to ensure that the Mosul
province remains within the borders of Iraq after sitting around the conference table,
let alone accept the Turkish view. British representatives paid special attention to the
situation of the Christian Assyrians in Mosul province, so they made excessive claims
on country affairs (Edmonds, 1957).

This decision reached by the League of Nations was not due to the justification of
the theses put forward by Iraq or England. The influence of England on the League of
Nations caused the organization's bias on the political side and tried to get back at
Turkey for not defeating it on the battlefields via diplomatic threats and pressure.

Tevfik Riistii Aras has made important contributions to the issue of Mosul. Aras,
while discussing the commission report on Mosul in Geneva, stated that Mosul was not
a part of Iraq and stressed that under no circumstances Turkey would give up its rights
over Mosul. Moreover, Aras stated that Turkish, Kurdish and Sunni Arabs living in this
geography had similar characteristics in terms of customs, traditions, and beliefs, that
Britain wanted all of Mosul in the 1923 Lausanne Conference, and that the British had
no distinct goal as seen in the 1924 Hali¢ Conference, where the British wanted to seize
the Hakkari province (Menemencioglu, 1935). The recommendations of the
Commission caused violent reactions and objections from both Turkish people and
Turkish representatives in Geneva to be voiced. Aras, who came to Geneva instead of
Fethi, stated that LN can only decide within the limits drawn by the pact of the League.
As a matter of fact, such situations were pointed out in Articles 24, 48, and 107 of the
Treaty of Lausanne (Gonliibol & Sar, 1997). In addition, Tevfik Riistii Bey argued that
the Parliament could not decide to bind the parties on this issue without the positive
votes of the states that are parties to the dispute.

Although it was within the boundaries of the National Pact, Turkey has not
attempted to get Mosul back forcefully after the decision of the LN Assembly. Turkey
exhausted after the war embarked on a revolution and development movement. A new
war could stagnate this effort in Turkey indefinitely. For these reasons, the Turkish
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government has taken the negotiations with the UK and Iraq based on the decision of
the League (Gonliibol & Sar, 1997). Foreign Minister Tevfik Riistii Aras said in his
speech on June 7th, 1926 on the occasion of the ratification of the treaty (Esmer, 1953):
“Thanks to the struggle of our nation sustained through the overwhelming
perseverance left behind by the fallen state for our generation, the interest of our
national revolution was to come to the point of being ready for a state of affairs with a
great deal, in order to achieve the victory as soon as possible and not to put an end to
peace at the end of the day. According to the most important axis of the Turkish
Republic mainly representing the strength, is to work as a system and hit civil
milestones, we endured sacrifices in the name of the peace at home and peace in the
world as well as the independence and well-being of Iraq, and in this plot of land issue
that remained unchanged to normalize our relations with the Great Britain Empire. ”

Turkish-Soviet Relations

During Tevfik Riistii Aras's foreign ministry, relations between the Soviet Union
(USSR) and Turkey were developing. Undoubtedly, with the fall of Tsarist Russia after
the Bolshevik Revolution in October 1917 and the establishment of the Soviet Union,
Bolshevik's support to the Turkish War of Independence had played a vital part.
Especially after 1923, it is seen that Turkish-Soviet relations in the solution of the
problems left from Lausanne have developed under the influence of the behavior of
Western countries towards the country.

In the Mosul question, the biggest of the disputed issues left behind from Lausanne,
the attitude of LN brought Turkey closer to its powerful neighbor USSR. The stance of
LN on the Mosul question and the insecure policies of western countries led the two
states to sign the "Non-aggression and Neutrality Treaty" on December 17th, 1925. In
this pact signed between Foreign Minister Aras and Soviet foreign minister Chicherin,
in summary, if one of the signatory parties is attacked, the other signatory country will
maintain its neutrality, neither party will attack each other, they will not participate in
hostile action against one of the signatory countries with other states, and this treaty,
which has been signed for three years, will be extended for one year six months before
the end of this period, as long as it is not annulled by one of the parties (Ulman, 1969).

In this period, the Soviet Union considered LN as a tool for aggression against itself
by other major countries. Thus, it was against Turkey entering into the LN, just as the
Soviet Union did not enter. According to the British, it could protect itself against Italy
and Greece, so long as Turkey entered the LN. In addition, Britain made economic
sanction decisions and used it as a means of repression in order to move Turkey away
from Moscow (Fischer, 1951). Aras went to Odessa in November 1926 to meet
Chicherin. It is seen that these meetings focused on three main points. The first is the
signing of a trade agreement, the second is the issue of entering LN, and last but most
importantly, the ongoing Italian threat over Turkey. Foreign Minister Aras stated that
Chicherin had given him a letter to be sent to Atatiirk when he left Odessa. In this letter,
it is stated that the Soviets would not take any action to jeopardize Turkey's interests in
the Balkans. They then officially announced that if Turkey is not given permanent
membership in LN, they would not enter the institution (TBMM, 1931).

On March 11th, 1927, the USSR and Turkey have signed a Treaty of Commerce and
Navigation in Ankara. With this agreement, commercial relations started to develop
between the two countries, and commercial representations were made diplomatic
Gilirlin, 1991). Balance of power policy, which is one of the most defining features of
international relations, has been one of the main factors that determine Turkish-Soviet
relations. With the signing of another Kellogg-Briand Pact that prohibits war, Turkey
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and USSR joined the pact. On April 1st, 1929, Turkey joined the Litvinov protocol,
which was signed on February 9th, 1929 to quickly adopt this pact in other Eastern
European countries (Ugarol, 1979).

Tevfik Riistlii Aras used the saying “our great neighbor and our friend” only for the
USSR. The reason for this was explained by the fact that the first envoy came from
Soviet Russia to Ankara to visit The Founding Assembly and to protect the interests
and security of the two countries (Aras, 1968).

1929 Depression is one of the deepest economic crises in the history of the world
and it has been felt violently almost worldwide, of course, the new Turkey was also
relatively affected. After the crisis, Turkey gave up on the liberal economic model it
applied and turned towards the statism. In order to implement this, the First Five Year
Development Plan was prepared in 1932 with the support of Soviet consultants and it
was put into effect in 1934 (Boratav, 1995). In the same year, foreign minister Aras and
Prime Minister ismet Inonu went to Moscow to return the compliment of the Soviet
Foreign Minister Chicheron's prior visit, and during this visit, an 8 million dollar loan
agreement was signed for industrial goods and machinery imports (Aslan, 1976).

The biggest reason for the development of economic dialogue is the developing
dynamics of the Turkish-Soviet political relations during the Atatiirk period, the foreign
policy priorities of the Soviets as well as Turkey's preferences in economic policy
(Ozder, 2017).

Although the relations between Turkey and the USSR showed a rising chart since
the War of Independence, the Ankara government acted cautiously with its relations
with Moscow. The biggest reason for this is Russia's ongoing communist propaganda.
While Turkey wanted to strengthen its place in the new world order after the Lausanne
Treaty, it closely followed up on communist activities. The Moscow administration,
however, dissatisfied with Turkey's prudent approach to communism stated that this is
an integral part of the Turkish-Soviet friendship (Armaoglu, 2015).

Important developments were seen to be experienced in the relations between
Turkey and the USSR in the period when the Second World War was approaching. In
the speech made by Mussolini at the Fascist Congress in 1934, he stated that Italy's
national interests lied in Asia and Africa. With the preparations made by the Italians on
the 12 Islands, this threat increased anxiety in Yugoslavia, Albania, and Turkey.
Therefore, Turkey wanted to make an aid agreement with Russia and France against
Italy in 1935. But France was reluctant to make an agreement in order not to offend
Italy (Girtin, 1983).

Upon this, Tevfik Riistii Aras met with the Russian Ambassador Karahan in Ankara
and made it clear to him to sign an agreement to put Italy, Germany, and Poland in
foresight in the same way. Turkey's Ambassador to Moscow, Zekai Apaydin, explicitly
explained the benefits of a general agreement to Russia, to the Deputy Minister of
Foreign Affairs of Russia, to Krestinski as such: "I do not think that Turkey's effective
help against the possibility of an attack by Germany or Poland on the Soviets will be
insignificant, besides, you know how much Turkey's holding the Straits would impact
various phases that such a war can cause." (Giiriin, 1983)

As the world political balances started to change rapidly, it caused Turkey to take
new steps on the Straits issue. By Turkey presenting the threat of the Italian leader
Mussolini, they successfully organized a conference in Montreux as a result of the
successful implementation of the "balance policy". The views of the Turkish-Soviet
views on the straits were similar before the conference, but the emergence of new
demands by the side Soviets during the conference soured the relations. The conference
concluded on July 20th, 1936, with the acceptance of the most requests by the USSR
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(Montreux Straits Conferene Minutes Documents, 1976). Although Turkey and the
USSR came together to establish a new peace pact after the Montreux Conference, it
was not possible for different reasons. Turkey and USSR also attended and signed the
Nyon Conference, which was concluded with the agreement signed on September 14th,
1937 for Mediterranean security (Benhur, 2004). On July 31st, 1937, the Foreign
Minister Tevfik Riisti Aras and Minister of Internal Affairs Siikrii Kaya visited
Moscow, when the Turkish-Russian friendship was strengthened by bilateral and
multilateral treaties and the two states united on the principle of world peace being
indivisible and shared security, a joint statement was signed on July 16th, 1937 (Bilge,
1992).

It is observed that the relations with the USSR were attentive during the ministry of
Tevfik Riistii Aras. In the context of the friendship agreement signed in 1925, he
reassured Russia and guaranteed that there would be no policy against the USSR.
Undoubtedly, Aras's sympathy for the USSR and the continuation of Turkish-Russian
friendship has a great share in the context of his personal diplomacy approach.

Turkey's Entry into the League of Nations

Upon Ataturk's directive, Turkey wished to enter by being invited by the association,
and not by applying to LN. With the proposal of the Spanish representative and the
support of the Greek representative, a draft resolution foreseeing Turkey's invitation to
the Organization was adopted. Upon notification of this invitation to Turkey, the
Turkish Grand National Assembly (TGNA) took an aggregate decision on July 9th,
1932 that accepted the invitation. On the same day, Foreign Minister Aras informed the
decision of the TGNA in his letter to the Secretary-General of LN. The text of this letter
was as follows (Ulman, 1969):

"In aggregate response to your invitation, I take great honor in declaring that the
Republic of Turkey is ready to become a member of the League of Nations and that
including the agreements made with non-member states, commitments undertaken by
the Republic of Turkey with the agreements signed until today will not bear any
inconsistencies with the duty as a member of the League of Nations. I hereby point out
that all this agreement, which was signed before the acceptance of Turkey, was signed
in the spirit of Paris pact, which the majority of the League of Nations members signed
in the same direction. While making this declaration, I would also like to add that
Turkey is under a special circumstance due to the military affairs stemming from the
contract signed in Lausanne on July 24th, 1923.”

Turkey's entry into the LN may be among the most important events during Aras's
foreign ministry. The order after the First World War failed to establish “permanent
peace” and the seeds of the Second World War began to be sown quickly.! Turkey
mostly dealt with its own internal problems until this period and was not in any alliance
in Europe, busy with some of the problems left from Lausanne.

The founding purpose of the League of Nations was to establish international
cooperation and maintain peace permanently after the First World War. The founders
were the states that won the war, and the stability of the new international order
determined by the Versailles Agreement was aimed as a direct result of the war. Turkey,
however, was not included in the LN because it was among the defeated states, but the

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states that were defeated in the war started to be accepted due to the changing conditions
(Sencer, 2006).

The extraordinary meeting held at the General Assembly of the League of Nations
to invite Turkey to become a member of the community took place on July 18th, 1932
under the chairmanship of Belgian Paul Hymans. The positive opinions of the delegates
in this meeting about Turkey drew attention. For example, the Greek delegate said:
"The new Turkey did not refuse to attend either the disarmament conference or the
general disarmament conference, it sincerely showed the desire to work for peace on
every step of the way, and thus deserved the honor of being recognized and admitted to
the ranks of the nations working together for peace. The Ankara government calmed
the centuries-old hatred and animosity between Turkey and Greece, and replaced
hostility with hospitality between the two countries, thereby contributing to peace in
the Balkans. Until a few years ago, if Turkey and Greece were said to walk hand in
hand towards a common goal, this would be interpreted as a dream-like statement even
more so than the vision of a Prophet.” After the Italian delegate praised the relations
between Turkey and Italy, Scialoja stated; "Lack of Turkey's membership in the
community was a lack of European political interests, we as Italy look forward to seeing
the development and strengthening of the young Mediterranean state born under the
light of Atatiirk." French Prime Minister Edouard Herriot was at a meeting with the
French delegate Paul-Boncour. Boncour stated: "Turkey, which is between Europe and
Asia and is a very old country, being accepted into the LN is a symbol of its universality
and Turkey's oldest friend is France in Europe." The English delegate Lord
Londonderry declared that: "The British government believed that Turkey was an
element of peace and stability and that its participation in the league was crucial not
only for the importance of the geographical situation but also because of the clever
policy it was pursuing under Atatiirk's rule” (Aksin, 2019).

Upon this call of the General Assembly, Foreign Minister Aras gave the following
response to the Secretary-General (League of Nations, 1932):

"In aggregate response to your invitation, I take great honor in declaring that the
Republic of Turkey is ready to become a member of the League of Nations and that
including the agreements made with non-member states, debts undertaken by the
Republic of Turkey with the agreements signed until today will not be redeemable with
the duties as a member of the League of Nations."

It is observed that after 1930, the possibility of membership increased even more, as
the conditions desired by Turkey gradually developed. However, hesitations of Turkey
about LN were ongoing, albeit partially. Speaking at the budget negotiations held in the
Turkish Grand National Assembly on July 15th, 1931, Aras spoke as follows (TBMM,
1931):

"The idea of the League of Nations is one very much liked by the Republic of Turkey
and the Turkish revolution. We can say that it is our own opinion. There is also an
institution for applying that idea. My talking separately about the idea and the
institution is to mark the distance between practice and theology. Otherwise, we act
very affectionately and amicably towards this establishment and we participate in
everything it attempts to do. We work together at many points, in the same atmosphere,
within a neighborhood. Why did we not enter, when the situation was so0?”

In the statement he made afterward on why Turkey had not entered LN, Aras went
on to say that not every state member of the organization was included in the assembly
of the organization, that Turkey was not invited as a permanent member, that there were
permanent, semi-permanent and temporary members. In summary, Aras appears to
have expressed at every chance he had that Turkey would only become a member of
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the organization if it was admitted to LN as permanent members. However, the main
point to be considered here is why does Tevfik Riistii Aras set a permanent membership
requirement, even when knew the “big states” would be accepted only as a permanent
member of LN? The most reasonable answer to this is that Turkey did not want to enter
LN as of 1931. Since Turkey extended the term of the Friendship and Neutrality
Agreement on December 17th, 1929, which was signed with the Soviet Union in 1925.
This agreement included the term that if one of the parties entered into political
agreements concerning their neighbors, the other would need to get their approval
(Alantar, 2004).

Mustafa Kemal Pasha believed that Turkey could become a member if it was invited,
not by applying to the League of Nations. During the meeting of Spain at the LN
General Assembly to discuss the Sino-Japanese conflict on July 6th, 1932, the draft
resolution, which envisaged Turkey's invitation to the agency, was adopted. Turkey
decided to accept the invitation via the Turkish Grand National Assembly on July 9th,
1932, and notified it to the General Secretariat of LN. LN organized a private session;
Turkey was adopted unanimously by the association on July 18th, 1932 (Milliyet,
1932).

Symptoms of Atatiirk diplomacy with Turkey's becoming a member of the League
of Nations have been as follows (Aksin, 2019):

1- Turkey, which had strong ties with Russia, left it to join LN. This is a new
proof that Atatiirk knew how to act in the way required by national interests,
and that Turkey and its foreign policy are completely detached from each
other, not being affected by anyone on the path that he calls national policy.

2- Our government did not hesitate to withhold from Russia and in a note sent
to the Russian embassy in Ankara, Turkey stated the importance it attributed
to the Turkish-Soviet friendship and it argued that reservation records put
forth by the Turkish Government were noted to be of a quality to satisfy
Russia.

Turkey's leadership in the two Regional Integration; Balkan Pact and Sa'dabad
Pact

Balkan Pact

The Balkan Pact is one of the most vital integration projects that Atatiirk attached
importance to between the two wars. Turkey aimed at maintaining relationships based
on stability and peace with the Balkan states since the 1930s. The most powerful
advocate of the union to be established in the Balkans, Atatiirk's statements that were
made at a meeting between the Balkans are of great importance: “Let's not forget that
the ancestors of the Balkan nations were relatives of each other. These nations have
lived together for centuries. We should accept the Balkan Union as a natural result of
its historical development.” (Anadolu Agency Bultenin, 1933) Turkey, which adheres
to the National Pact Principles, did not demand any land on the Balkan countries outside
its borders and acted towards the protection of the status quo agreed in Lausanne.

In this period, which is in the process of the foreign ministry of Tevfik Riistli Aras,
it was observed that Aras agreed with Atatiirk about the union planned to occur in the
Balkans. The foundations toward great cooperation with the Balkan states were taken
through bilateral agreements, and with the Balkan Pact signed in 1934, an important
step was taken to ensure permanent peace in the region. The infrastructure of the Balkan
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Pact was prepared with Balkan Conferences in Athens, Istanbul, Bucharest, and
Thessaloniki with bilateral agreement (Karner & Howard, 1932). It was signed in
Athens on February 9", 1934 by Romania, Turkey, Yugoslavia, and Greece (Kelkitli,
2017). Thus, the four signatory states stated their determination to maintain the stability
in the Balkans. It can be said that this regional pact was essentially made against
Bulgaria, which is seeking revisionist goals, and its supporter Italy.

After the signing of the Balkan Treaty, having made an important speech at the
dinner given by the Greek government, Tevfik Riistii Aras repeated Turkey's principle
of "peace at home, peace in the world" and emphasized that as a generation, who had
seen war, peace must be maintained under all circumstances. Aras added that the
Balkan Pact is an important alliance to serve this purpose and believes that it will fulfill
its responsibilities in this way with its signatory states (Vakit, 1934).

The Balkan Pact, which was Europe's first regional security alliance, came to the
fore with Atatiirk's personal dedication and efforts. However, the failure of LN to
implement a common security system across Europe and Britain and France pursuing
an unnecessary "soothing" policy against aggressive Germany and Italy caused Balkan
states to sympathize with these countries. At the Belgrade Conference held on May 4-
6th 1936, the end of the Balkan Pact was beginning to come. The Balkan Pact was
disappointing for Belgrade, as securing the Albanian borders was taken out of the scope
of the pact, even though Romania and Yugoslavia opposed it with the proposal of
Greece and the backing of Turkey (Stavrianos, 1944). In January 1937, Bulgaria and
Yugoslavia signed “friendship and eternal peace” and “non-aggression and
impartiality” agreements with Italy in March 1937, both of which brought an end to the
Balkan Pact. Although Turkey has exerted great effort to keep things afloat, it all came
down due to the approach of member countries.

Sa'dabad Pact

Another important regional peace project, established under the leadership of Turkey
in the interwar period, is the Sa'dabad Pact. As it is known, Turkey wanted to establish
lasting good neighborly relations between the Balkan countries in the West and Iran,
Afghanistan, and the Arab states in the east since the late 1920s. In this regard, Tevfik
Riistii Aras, as the Minister of Foreign Affairs, initiated a multi-faceted active foreign
policy approach to increase Turkey's influence on the Middle East countries (Aras,
1968).

The Italian threat that started in the Eastern Mediterranean after the invasion of
Abyssinia began the rapprochement between Turkey and England and directed Turkey
to cooperate with the Middle Eastern countries. During this period, the Middle Eastern
states, especially Afghanistan, Iraq, and Iran, were disturbed by the British and USSR
influence on the region (Bilgin, 2016). Therefore, Turkey and regional countries have
decided to follow a balanced policy in regard to these two imperial powers. Another
benefit of this union was that the four regional states would strengthen their hands
internationally by solving the problems between themselves, and then forming a
regional alliance (Shmuelevitz, 1988). The most important reason for Sa’dabad Pact's
main establishment is the solution of bilateral border problems rather than the
perception of foreign threats, and the pursuit of cooperation in the context of regional
security (Soysal, 1999).

Another important reason for Turkey, Iran, and Iraq being in the pursuit of regional
cooperation was the perception of the Kurdish issue as a threat by the three states. This
problem was seen as both internal and external problems of the countries. The fact that
the number of Kurdish groups was high in these countries was sometimes a problem
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due to the Kurdish rebels, who fled from one of the states, taking refuge in another
neighboring country. During this period, Turkey, Iran, and Iraq frequently encountered
the revolts of Kurdish groups in the process of determining their borders strictly in the
nation-building process and in determining their national identity. It is seen that the
three important states of the region wanted to get closer to each other for finding the
solution to this problem (Palabiyik, 2010). This is one of the reasons that accelerated
the establishment of the Sa'dabad Pact.

In this regard, another important manifestation of Atatiirk's and Aras's understanding
of collective peace and security; in the Sa'dabad Palace in Tehran on July 8th, 1937,
Turkey, Iraq, Afghanistan, Iran signed the Sa'dabad Pact (Pavlyuk, 1999). The
agreement was signed for five years, accordingly, they have committed that they will
not follow policies aggressive to each other, that they will pursue a policy to develop
friendly relations between the parties, adhere to LN, respect national borders, and
support each other in matters of common interest (Armaoglu, 2010).

Russia and Britain closely followed the process of forming the Sa'dabad Pact.
Turkey's Foreign Minister Tevfik Riistii Aras said in a speech he made (Umar, 2010):
“This enormous work that came into being with the consent and even help of our friend
Soviet Russian, who helped make West Asia into a common brother’s homeland and
our friend England.” This means that Russia and Britain were informed during the
process of the pact. The main demand of Turkey was the participation of other Arab
states in the pact as well as Iraq. Again, Foreign Minister Aras said in an interview
(Aksin, 2019): "The inclusion of neighboring friend Iraq in this pact will be a new
bridge between the states that signed the pact and the Arab states." His saying this
shows that this formation aims to bring peace and prosperity to the region by spreading
across the geography.

Montreux Convention Regarding the Regime of the Straits

One of the most vital foreign policy issues of Atatiirk and foreign minister Tevfik
Ristli Aras was the status issue of the Straits. The Lausanne Straits Convention
included in the Lausanne Agreement posed a threat to the security of Turkey. In the
process of approaching the Second World War, he wanted the straits to be in full control
in terms of Turkey's national security and in the new international order of the war
process as well as afterward.

Due to its geostrategic importance, the straits have been an important waterway in
history, which the great powers of the era wanted to control. This also appears to have
brought about an understanding that increased the geopolitical importance of the straits.
The Ottoman Empire and the Republic of Turkey were able to use the strategic
importance of the straits in the balance of power worldwide. Therefore, it has managed
to influence the regional policies of the great powers (Uzun, 2017).

gainst all the different projects and arrangements designed on the management and
control of the Straits, the Lausanne Peace Treaty was the last dispute that was set up
until the Montreux Convention was signed in 1936. Accordingly, the passage of foreign
ships through the straits was arranged according to the principles set by Misak-1 Milli
(National Pact). Furthermore, the disarmament of the Straits posed a threat to the
security of Turkey. The fact that the straits would be controlled by the international
commission and its security would be provided by LN, show it has been an agreement
that limits Turkey's sovereignty and contradicts the understanding of independence
(Soysal, 1983). As a result, LN could not meet Turkey's security concerns over the
Straits Commission. Moreover, the failure of disarmament negotiations in Europe
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rendered LN disreputable in the eyes of Turkey. The most concrete example of this is
the armament of Italy, Germany, and the USSR as of 1933. Italy started attacking
Abyssinia and Japan started attacking Manchuria. On the other hand, Germany entered
the Rhine region, which was banned from the deployment of the soldiers by the
Versailles Agreement signed at the end of the First World War and LN was unable to
prevent this. Efforts of Hitler's Germany and Mussolini's Italy to achieve military
superiority in the Middle East and the Mediterranean have brought Turkey and
England, because of the common threat perception, that were previously in diplomatic
wars to each other in Lausanne. On 11 April 1936, Turkey and Britain sent a diplomatic
note to the states that are parties to the Lausanne Straits Convention (Casin, 2017).

At the MC General Assembly held in September 1935, Turkey emphasized that
disarmament of the Straits would weaken Turkey, but it could not achieve a concrete
result. Later, in various meetings, Turkey managed to create a positive atmosphere in
bringing acceptance toward their own interests. Surely, Turkey preferred peace-based
diplomatic paths rather than fulfilling the demands of other states with force (Canca,
2012). Turkey has not renounced its determined attitude in this process. By 1936, the
possibility of war was clearer, benefiting from these conditions, Turkey sent a
diplomatic note to the states that signed the Lausanne Convention on the Straits on
April 11th, 1936 and demanded renegotiation of the provisions on the straits (Tekeli &
Ilkin, 2013). Apart from Italy, Turkey's proposal was received positively by the USSR,
Bulgaria, Greece, Yugoslavia, Romania, France, and the UK, considering the changing
international conditions.

In this process, Atatiirk was asked a question by an American journalist: "Do you
see a big war threat in the near future?" His answer to this question is quite interesting
(Anadolu Agency, Bulletin, 1935): “It is not right to talk about the near future. Because
now there is the threat of warfare. Today, Europe's situation has worsened compared to
a few months ago. Because the overall situation has completely changed since the
Treaty of Lausanne of the Straits, Turkey is rightly obliged to request arbitration.
"According to Atatlirk, if the Straits were not allowed for arbitration, serious security
holes and dangers would occur in the south and west of Turkey (Aksin, 1991).

July 25, 1936
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The conference Turkey desired convened Montreux, Switzerland on June 22nd,
1936 to discuss these matters. The Montreux Convention was signed on July 20th, 1936
as a result of negotiations for about a month. Following the signature, Turkish Foreign
Minister Tevfik Riistii Aras made a speech and underlined the importance of Turkey's
solution of the issues through peaceful means and negotiation, and said that Turkey's
stance set a good example to the world and that it was proven by Turkey that it was
possible to overcome problems once thought to be difficult (Aksam, 1936). Aras stated
in his speech at the Turkish Grand National Assembly on July 31st, 1936: “There
should be no doubt that we will apply every article of the Montreux Convention without
exception for all states, regardless of contracting parties.” By declaring this, he laid
down the determination of Turkey on the realization of the convention (TBMM, 1936).

Pursuant to the Montreux Convention, Turkish domination over the Turkish straits
was established. In addition, one of the important problems left over from the Lausanne
conference, the Bosporus issue was resolved thanks to Tevfik Riigtii Aras working
overtime. Thus, Aras added a new one to its successful foreign policy studies and has
taken its place in history as one of the architects of the Montreux Convention, which
today ensures that the straits, which are of great importance for Turkey's national
security and national interests, are under the control of the country.

CONCLUSION

Tevfik Riistii Aras, who served as the only foreign minister of Atatiirk until his death,
successfully managed Turkish foreign policy during a period, when the world was
rapidly being dragged towards the Second World War, which would result in new and
greater destruction. Undoubtedly, the harmony between Aras and Atatiirk's
understanding of diplomacy is great. Just like Atatiirk, Aras also believed that Turkey
should lead regional integration projects, and thus, it would be possible to establish
regional peace with pacts to be established and then to establish global peace that would
not allow for another world war. For this purpose, Turkey aimed to cooperate with
multi-dimensional foreign policy via the Balkan Pact with the Balkan countries via the
Sa'dabad Pact with the Middle East countries. Of course, the powers who wanted to
destroy the Misak-1 Milli (National Pact) map of Turkey have carried out a very strong
pressure policy to prevent Turkey from leading such two big pacts and becoming a
regional power. Eventually, however, the pacts did not last long and there were no
obstacles to World War II. The most important agreement signed by Turkey after
Lausanne is without a doubt the Montreux Convention. The Turkish straits, perhaps the
most strategic waterways in the world, were not wanted to be left to Turkish domination
by the occupying states. However, due to Atatiirk's diplomatic mastery and Aras's
flawless implementation of his policies, Turkey has successfully implemented its policy
of balance of power under pre-war conditions and managed to have the parties sit at the
negotiating table again; the straits became a completely independent and sovereign state
under Turkish domination. Turkish Foreign Minister Tevfik Riistii Aras is a Turkish
statesman, who has been able to apply soft power, balance policy and diplomacy in the
best way possible while adhering to Atatiirk's principle of "Peace at Home, Peace in the
World" during his term.

expressions, and conversations involving blasphemy and jargon should not be
made.

e Respect: What employees want to say should be listened, and body language
should be used to support employees' listening.

CONCLUSION

In connection with the culture of health and safety, the communication system,
communication content and communication tools affect the organization.
Communication should support health and safety culture in the enterprise with its
function of changing, transforming and reproducing. It is essential for the manager to
communicate well with the employees in order to manage occupational health and safety
well. The findings shared by the researchers indicate that the interpersonal
communication activities of employees with their colleagues and managers on security
issues play an important role in ensuring security.

The proposed interpersonal communication model for communicating with interaction
is the empathic communication model. Executives who use this communication style are
those who can listen to employees well, are target-oriented, respectful, and take care to
make decisions in a participatory manner. Managers and occupational safety experts who
can communicate empathically can get productive results at safety meetings and on-the-
job meetings.

Therefore, different team member relationships lead to different cooperative behaviors
that affect patient safety outcomes with a change in team communication. The distorted
framework shows a new perspective to understand how workplace relations affect the
health care team. The framework can be used by nurses, administrators, and educators to
improve patient safety, team communication, or resolving conflicts.

The results of employee health safety were examined. It has been observed that
communication between the manager and the employee about occupational safety has
improved, they talk more about health and safety issues, the manager's concrete, visible
commitment to safety has increased and injuries have decreased.

In one of the research findings showing the effect of the quality of subordinate
interaction on the provision of security, it was shown that the information sharing on
interaction quality and safety was positively related between the employee and the leader.

ABSTRACT. Covid-19 pandemic is considered to be the biggest global health disaster facing humanity
since the World War II.

En son karsilasilan COVID-19 adli pandemi, diger
hastaliklara ve bunlara iliskin yiiklere kiyasla, tiim diinyadaki diger bulasici
hastaliklardan daha fazla aci1 ¢ekilmesine neden olabilecektir (Chakraborty ve
Maity,2020:2). Yeni Koronaviriis hastaligi (COVID-19), insan hayati {izerindeki iiziicii
etkilerinin yam sira, sadece Cin, ABD veya Hindistan'da degil, bir biitiin olarak tiim
diinya ekonomilerini 6nemli dl¢lide yavaslatma potansiyeline sahiptir (Y 00,2020).

Covid-19 pandemisi son dort-bes aydir tiim diinya iilkelerinde olas1 maliyetlerini
yasatarak gostermektedir. Salginla miicadele baglaminda diinyadaki iilkelerin ¢cogunun
uygulamis oldugu sinir gegislerini durdurma, seyahat kisitlamasi, karantina uygulamasi
gibi pek cok tedbir viriisle baglantili maliyetleri en aza indirme amac1 glitmektedir. Ancak
iilkelerin  yaklagsmakta olan ekonomik kriz ve durgunlugun etkisinden de
kagamayacaklarini tahmin etmek miimkiindiir.

Covid-19 salgin1 yalnizca saglik alaninda degil, ekonomik, sosyal, psikolojik, kiiltiirel
vb. pek c¢ok alanda da birtakim etkileri beraberinde getirecektir. Nitekim OECD
tarafindan yapilan analizlere gore, diinya ekonomisinin 2020 yilinda en az %24
daralacagi ongoriilmektedir (OECD,2020).Benzer sekilde, UNCTAD tarafindan yapilan
analizlere gore ise 2020 yilinda kiiresel ¢apta dogrudan yabanci yatirim akisinin %30-40
arasinda azalmasi beklenmektedir (UNCTAD, 2020).

UNESCO ise diinya genelinde 1,5 milyar 6grencinin
fillen okullarindan uzak kalacagini tahmin etmektedir (UNESCO,2020).Bu nedenle
Covid-19 salgminin kiiresel ¢apta toplumsal hayatta derinden etkilere ve degisimlere
neden olacagi ve tiim bu degisimlerin bireysel, kurumsal, toplumsal ve ekonomik
sonuglar1 olacagi kesindir.

Hizla katlanarak artan yayilimi kontrol altina almak amaciyla, ister gelismis olsun
isterse gelismekte olan, diinyadaki hemen biitiin iilkeler bir dizi koruyucu 6nlemler almak
durumunda kalmiglardir. Seyahatlerin yasaklanmasindan, igyerlerinin kapatilmasina,
sosyal izolasyondan sokaga ¢ikma yasagina kadar varan bu siki tedbirler ekonominin
cogu sektoriinii durma noktasina getirmis, hatta bazilarinda durmaya neden olmustur.
Baslica yurti¢i ve yurtdisi uguslari, tasimacilik hizmetleri, demiryolu hizmetleri, spor,
egitim, ticaret ve hizmet kuruluslar1 olmak {izere tiim sektorler COVID-19
pandemisinden olumsuz olarak etkilenmektedir. Iktisadi bakimdan gii¢lii iilkelerin
cogunun ekonomisi, COVID-19 hastalarinin ve ailelerinin tedavisi ve rehabilitasyonunun
yani sira, zor durumdaki isletmelere verilen destekler i¢in yapilan asir1 harcamalar
nedeniyle yiliksek enflasyon ve artan igsizlik tehdidi ile karsi karsiya kalmaktadir.

Asagida sirastyla s6z konusu pandeminin bankacilik ve finans, tarim, tedarik zinciri
ve imalat sanayi, kamu sektorii, havacilik ve enerji sektorii lizerindeki makroekonomik
etkileri ele alinmaktadir.

COVID-19 Pandemisinin Bankacilik ve Finans Sektorii Uzerine Etkisi

Bankacilik sektorii dogasi geregi ekonominin geriledigi donemlerde sorunlu krediler
ve asir1 islem hacmi nedeniyle savunmasiz kalmaktadir. Daha 6nceki HIV salginlarinda
oldugu gibi bireysel tedaviler i¢in yasanan biiylik 6l¢ekli mevduat ¢ekilmeleri bu sektor
icin sorun olusturmaktadir (Goodel,2020:3-4). Legoarde-Segot ve Leoni (2013) diinyada
yasanan biiyiik bir pandeminin etkisi arttik¢a, gelismekte olan bir bankacilik sektdriinde
¢okiis olasiligmin artacagini teorik bir modelle ortaya koymaktadir. Ote yandan boyle bir
donemde yoksul kesimlere saglanan kredilerin baskilanmasi sorunu bankalar1 ve finans
kurumlarin1 olumsuz olarak etkileyecektir. Pek cok sektorde isyerlerinin kapanmasi,
liretimin yavaslamasi veya biisbiitiin durmasi, satislarin azalmasi, calisanlarin evde
kalmaya zorlanmasi kaginilmaz sekilde borglarin ¢evrilmesini olumsuz etkilemekte ve
geri donmeyen krediler artmaktadir. Bankacilik ve finans sektoriinde yasanmasi
kaginilmaz sorunlar1 hafifletebilmek icin hiikiimetler ve merkez bankalar1 likidite
saglama, sirketlerin vergi ve kredi borglarim erteleme, KOBI’lere yardim gibi gesitli
destekler saglama yoluna gitmektedirler.

COVID-19 Pandemisinin Tarum Sektivii Uzerine Etkisi

Makroekonomik aktarim kanallarindaki bozulmalar tarimsal arz ve talebini, buna bagl
olarak tarimsal ticareti de Onemli olgiide etkilemektedir. Ornegin petrol ve metal
fiyatlarindaki hizl diisiisler, emtia ihrac eden iilkelerin bir¢ogunun déviz kurlari iizerinde
baski olusturmaktadir. Bu asagi yonlii baski ise tarimsal tiim ticari mallar iizerindeki
etkisini gdstermektedir. Ayrica COVID-19 pandemisi sonucunda igsiz insan sayisi hizla
artmakta, isini kaybedenlerin satin alma giicii azalmakta, bu durum ise nihai gida talebi
tizerinde olumsuz soka neden olmaktadir (FAO,2020:6-7).

COVID-19 ile miicadelede alinan tedbirler ile birlikte turizm sektorii durma noktasina
gelmistir ve disarida yeme/igme oranlarinda %80’leri bulan azalmalar yaganmaktadir. Bu
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durum tarimsal gida talebinde azalmalara neden olmakta ve siiphesiz tarim sektorii de bu
durumdan etkilenmektedir. Ancak tarim sektoriindeki esnekligin diger sektorlere gore
daha diisiik olmasi, COVID-19’un tarimsal gida talebindeki etkisinin diger bir¢ok sektore
gore daha diisiik olacagini gostermektedir. Nicola vd.(2020) yaptiklar1 ¢caligmada, tarim
sektorlinlin esnekligini COVID-19 salgini ile test etmeyi amaglamistir. Elde ettikleri
sonuglar otel ve restoranlardan gelen talepteki kiiresel bir c¢okiisiin, tarimsal emtia
fiyatlarin1 %20 oraninda diisiirdiigiinii gostermektedir. Enerji, turizm, egitim, finans gibi
alanlarindaki daralmalarin %50’ lerin lizerinde olmasi, dolayli olarak tarimsal daralmanin
daha diislik olacagini dogrulamaktadir. Bunun yanisira tarimsal talep genel olarak ytiksek
gelirli iilkelerde daha inelastiktir, bu nedenle olusacak tarimsal talep soklarindan diistik
gelirli tilkelerin daha ¢ok etkilenecegini sOylemek yanlis olmayacaktir (FAO,2020:27).

Ote yandan talepteki azalma, tasima sorunlari, dis ticaretin durmasi gibi nedenlerle et,
sebze gibi dayaniksiz gidalarin bozulma sorunlari tarimsal anlamda problemlere sebep
olacaktir. Ancak iilkelerin uygulamis olduklar1 sosyal yardimlar ve toplumsal
yardimlagma fonlarindaki artiglar gida talebinin fazla diismesine engel olacaktir. Ayrica,
tarimsal destek 6demeleri ve petrol fiyatlarindaki diisiislerinde gida arzinda devamliligi
saglamasi1 beklenmektedir.

COVID-19 Pandemisinin Tedarik Zinciri ve Imalat Sanayi Uzerine Etkisi

Pandeminin olumsuz etkilerinin en ¢arpici bigimde ortaya ¢ikacagi sektorlerin baginda
tedarik zinciri ve imalat sanayi sektorleridir. Boylesi olaganiistii donemlerde fabrikalarin,
arz edenlerin ve nakliye baglantilarinin gegici olarak kullanilamamasi tedarik zinciri
tizerinde ¢ok hizli ve olumsuz bir etkiye yol agmaktadir. Ortaya ¢ikan malzeme kitliklar
ve teslimat gecikmeleri; gelir, hizmet seviyesi ve verimlilik agisindan bir dalgalanmaya
yol acarak performans diisiikliigline neden olmaktadir (Ivanov,2020:2). Cin’in tedarik
zinciri alaninda diinyadaki oncii konumu bilinmektedir. Pandeminin ilk olarak Cin’de
goriillip oradan diinyaya yayilmasi, pandemiye kars1 gerekli tedbirlerin alinmasinda yer
yer ge¢ kalinmis olmasindan Cin’in suglanmasi, benzer durumlarla ilerde yeniden
karsilagilma olasilig1 vb. nedenlerle Korona sonrasi diinyada iilkelerin tedarik zincirinde
birtakim degismelerin olmasi kaginilmaz goziikmektedir. Bazi iilkelerin kendi i¢cinde bu
sektore daha fazla yatirim yapmasi, bazilarinin ise alternatif tedarik zinciri kanallar
arayisina girmesi beklenmelidir.

Ote yandan diinyada yasanan bu tiir pandemiler tiiketici davramislarinda da uzun
donemli degisikliklere yol agabilmektedir. Bu ¢ercevede drnegin Haacker (2004), HIV
salgimindan kaynaklanan tiiketici davranislarinda kalict bir degisiklik meydana gelmis
olduguna dikkat ¢ekmektedir. Acikcasi, harcamalar ve i¢ taleplerde diinya capinda
yasanan bir gerileme, kiiresel ekonomi igin biiyiikk bir zorluk olusturacaktir.
Tiiketicilerden kaynakli bir talep degismesi bir sonraki halkada imalat sanayilerini
etkileyecektir. Bu baglamda COVID-19 pandemisi imalat sektoriinii de olumsuz olarak
etkileyecektir. Ingiltere’de imalat sektodrii ile ilgili olarak yapilmis olan bir anket
caligmasinda, ankete katilanlarin %80’inden daha fazlasi Oniimiizdeki iki ceyrekte
cirolarinda diisilis beklerken, %98’i ise pandeminin ticari operasyonlar iizerindeki etkisi
konusunda olumsuz endiselere sahip olduklarini ifade etmektedir (Nicola, 2020:3).

COVID-19 Pandemisinin Kamu Sektorii Uzerine Etkisi

Salginla miicadele anlaminda uygulanan sosyal mesafe ve karantina uygulamasi ¢cok
sayida {ilkede uygulanmaktadir. Bu yontem hizmet sektoriinde ¢ogu isyerinin
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kapanmasina ve ¢alisanlarin iglerini kaybetmelerine yol agmaktadir. Oteller, lokantalar,
kafeler vs. yerlerin kapatilmasi, toplu tasima ve ucakla seyahatlerin durmasi gibi pek ¢ok
tedbir 6zelde hizmet sektoriindeki bir daralma gibi goriinse de, genelde tiim ekonomide
yasanacak bir talep diisiisii ile biliyiik bir durgunluga yol acacaktir. Ekonominin genelinde
yasanacak bir durgunluk sonucunda, sektorlerin bircogunda iiretim kayiplar
yasanacaktir. Bu sektorlerden gelir elde etmekte olanlarin kaginilmaz sekilde gelirleri
diisecek; daha da 6nemlisi, gelir elde edenlerin biiyiik bir kism1 sabit diizenli gelirlerinden
mahrum kalma riski ile kars1 karsiya kalacaktir. Sosyal devlet olmanin geregi olarak,
devletler vatandaslarini bu risklere kars1 korumak durumunda olacaklardir. Bu durumda
salginla miicadele i¢in uygulanan politikalar ile asir1 artacak olan saglik, kamu ve sosyal
harcamalar, vazgecilen vergiler vs. sonucunda devletlerin biit¢eleri ciddi anlamda
baskilanacak ve zorlanacaktir (Bayar vd., 2020:6-7).

Ote yandan devletin kurumlarinda uygulanan yari zamanli calisma modelleri
sonucunda verimlilik giderek azalmakta, zaman maliyeti ise giderek artmaktadir. Bunun
yan1 sira uygulanacak olan yatirim programlari ertelenmekte, devletin biitge imkanlari
cogunlukla sosyal ve kamu harcamalarina kaydirilmaktadir.

COVID-19 Pandemisinin Havacilik Sektorii Uzerine Etkisi

Pandeminin diinyada etkisini artirmasi ve bir ililkeden 6tekine yayilmaya baslamasiyla
birlikte, iilkelerin almis olduklar1 tedbirlerin basinda ilk olarak ucak ile seyahatleri
yasaklamak gelmistir. Sadece uluslararasi ucuslar degil, iilke i¢i ucuslara da kisitlamalar
getirilmistir. Bu durum Sivil havacilik tarihinde belki de daha 6nce yasanmamis olan bir
krize ve durgunluga neden olmaktadir. Cok sayida ugagin calistirtlamamasi havayolu
sirketlerinin ucak kiralarin1 ve kredi borclarini 6deyememesini, mevcut sigorta
sirketlerinin ise ortaya ¢ikan bu yiikii kaldiramamasi, sivil havacilik sirketlerinde biiyiik
sorunlara neden olmaktadir.

Uluslararas1 Havalimanlar1 Konseyi (ACI) tarafindan yapilan tahminlere gore, 2020
yilinda kiiresel havalimani yolcu trafiginde ilk ¢eyrekte %12 daralma beklenmektedir. Bu
daralmadan en fazla etkilenecek olan bolgeler %24 ve %9,1 daralma ile sirasiyla Asya-
Pasifik ve Avrupa bolgeleri olacaktir. Covid-19 6ncesi 481 milyon yolcu sayisiyla en
kalabalik iiclincii bolge olan Kuzey Amerika bolgesinde Covid-19 yliziinden yolcu
sayisinda yaklasik %1°lik bir daralma 6ngoriilmektedir. Tablo 3’te COVID-19 sonrasi
kiiresel havalimani yolcu trafigindeki beklenen degisim gosterilmektedir.

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Uluslararas1 Sivil Havacilik Organizasyonu (ICAO) tarafindan yayimlanan son
istatistiklere gore ise, 2020 yilinin ilk yarisinda uluslararasi yolcu trafiginde salgin Mayis
ay1 sonunda biterse %47, Haziran ay1 sonunda biterse %58 oraninda bir azalma
ongoriilmektedir. Toplam yolcu sayilarindaki azalmanin Mayis ay1 sonunda 503 milyon,
Haziran sonunda ise 607 milyonu bulmasi beklenmektedir. Bu donemde havayolu
sirketlerindeki zararin 135 milyar dolar1 bulacagir tahmin edilirken, en biiylik gelir
kayiplarinin sirasiyla Avrupa, Asya-Pasifik ve Kuzey Amerika’da gerceklesmesi
beklenmektedir. Havacilik sektoriindeki daralmanin Almanya'da %-7,0, Fransa'da %-7,2,
Italya'da %-9, Ispanya'da %-9, ABD’de%-5,9, Japonya'da %-5,2, Ingiltere'de %-6,5
olacag1 oOngoriilmektedir. Ayn1 zamanda bu daralmalar sektérde isgilicii kaybin1 da
derinden hissettirecektir (ICAO,2020).

COVID-19 Pandemisinin Enerji Sektirii Uzerine Etkisi

COVID-19 pandemisi, diinyada benzeri goriilmemis bir kiiresel saglik ve ekonomik
krizi ortaya ¢ikarmistir. Modern yagamin en kilit saglayicisi olarak enerji sektorii de, bu
krizden benzersiz bir sekilde etkilenmektedir.2020'nin baslarinda, Rusya ile Suudi
Arabistan arasinda yasanan petrol fiyatlar1 savasi nedeniyle petroliin fiyati diisiis
gostermekteydi. Koronaviriis pandemisi, petrol talebindeki azalmayla durumu daha da
katiilestirmistir. Pandemi sirasinda, insanlarin ve mallarin hareketinde bir azalmaya yol
acan zorunlu seyahat kisitlamalari, havacilik sektoriinlin durmasi ile azalan yakit talebi,
komiir ve diger enerji {irlinlerine olan talebin diismesine ve bunun sonucunda diisiik talep
nedeniyle petrol fiyatlarinda diisme goriilmiistiir.

1 Ocak itibariyle Cin’den gelen ilk 6liim haberinin ardindan, kademeli olarak ham
petrol fiyatlarinda %30’a yakin diisiisler yasanmistir. 9 Mart tarihinde S.Arabistan’in
kotalara bagli kalmay1 reddetmesi ve petrol iiretimini artirmasiyla, petrol fiyatlarinda
1991'de Col Firtinas1 Operasyonunun baglatilmasindan bu yana bir giinliik en biiyiik
diisiis olan %33 oraninda diisiis ger¢eklesmistir (WEF, 2020).2020 yilinin basinda 100
dolar civarinda olan ham petrol fiyatlar1 dort ayda beste birine diismiis, Nisan ay1 sonunda
20 dolar1 gormiistiir. Sekil 1°de 1 Ocak-1Nisan 2020 tarihleri arasinda petrol ve dogal gaz
fiyatlarindaki degisimin seyri gosterilmektedir.

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COVID-19 pandemisinin tiim diinya iizerinde hizla yayilmasi ve o6zellikle yayilma
hizinin Avrupa ve Kuzey Amerika’da yogunlagmasi sonucu, hem kiiresel talepte azalma
hem de artan kaygilar nedeniyle petrol fiyatlarindaki diisme hizini artirmistir. Bu siiregte
IEA tarafindan yayimlanan rapor, pek ¢ok petrole bagimli endiistrilerin tiretim egiliminin
azalmasiyla birlikte, Cin ve Avrupa gibi biiyiik ithalatgilarin petrol ithalatini azaltacagini
ve bu durumun kiiresel petrol talebinde diisme ortaya ¢ikaracagini ortaya koymustur.
Virilis yalnizca Cin’de tedarik zincirlerini durdurmak ile kalmamis, kiiresel Olgekte
dongiisel yavaglamay1 daha da artirarak hem Avrupa bolgesinde hem de tiim diinyada
sanayi Uretimini azaltmistir (Kingsly ve Henri, 2020:2-3).Bu durum ise enerji sektoriinde
ciddi daralmalari ve petrol fiyatlarindaki diistisii hizlandirmistir.

IEA tarafindan yapilan analizlerde, yilin ikinci yarisinda seyahat kisitlamalarinin
hafifletildigi varsayilsa bile, 2020'deki kiiresel petrol talebinin 2019'a kiyasla giinde 9,3
milyon varil (mb/d) diismesi ve neredeyse on yillik bir biiylimeyi silmesi beklenmektedir.
Diisen petrol fiyatlar1 ve diinyada yasanan enerji krizini diizenlemek i¢in OPEC+ iilkeleri
tiretimi 1 May1s 2020 tarihinden itibaren giinliik 9,7 milyon varil (mb/d) azaltmay1 kabul
etmiglerdir. Alinan bu tedbirlerin uzun dénemde fiyatlar lizerinde etkili olmas1 beklense
de, oniimiizdeki donemde petrol endiistrisinde daralmanin stirmesi beklenmektedir. IEA
tahminlerine gore Nisan ayinda yillik bazda 29 milyon varil (mb/d)’e varan talep diisiisii
ve ardindan Mayis ayinda 26 milyon varil (mb/d)lik yillik onemli disiisler
beklenmektedir. Haziran ayinda, kademeli bir toparlanma olsa bile, muhtemelen bir yil
Oncesine gore talebin 15 milyon varil (mb/d) daha diisiik olacagi tahmin edilmektedir
(IEA,2020).

COVID-19 PANDEMISi iLE MUCADELEDE UYGULANAN PARA VE MALIYE
POLITIKALARI

Diinya ekonomileri COVID-19 nedeniyle, belki de etkileri uzun yillar siirecek olan
biiylik bir kiiresel durgunluk ile kars1 karsiyadirlar. Salgini durdurmak igin hali hazirda
uygulanan pek cok tedbir s6z konusudur. Bu tedbirler ekonominin neredeyse tim
sektorlerini olumsuz etkilemekte, sektorel daralmalar kiiresel ekonominin tamamini
etkileyen biiylik bir durgunluga yol agmaktadir. Hiikiimetlerin COVID-19 ile miicadele
stirecinde hizla devreye soktuklar1 para ve maliye politikalar1 tablo 4’de 6zetlenmektedir.

Tablo 4’ten de izlenebilecegi gibi, COVID-19 pandemisi ile miicadelede basarili
olabilmek ve ekonomiye olumsuz etkilerini azaltabilmek amaciyla tilkeler tarafindan
hizla maliye politikalarina miiracaat edilmis ve birtakim mali tedbir paketleri yiiriirliige
konmustur. ABD’de uygulanan destek miktar1 baslangicta 484 milyar dolarken,
pandeminin etkisini artirmasiyla bu oran 2 trilyon dolara kadar yiikseltilmistir. Bu miktar
ile salginla miicadelede en yiiksek destek paketini agiklayan iilke ABD olmustur. Ote
yandan, Japonya yaklasik kamu ve 6zel sektorii desteklemek i¢in 1 trilyon dolarlik bir
mali destek paketi agiklamistir. Bu rakam 2008 krizinde Japonya’da yiiriirliige koyulan

paketin neredeyse iki katindan fazla olmustur. Ulkelerin agiklamis olduklari mali yardim

paketleri iilkelerin GSYH’larinda ciddi bir yer isgal etmektedir. Baz iilkeler tarafindan
uygulanan mali finansman destekleri Tablo 5’de gosterilmektedir.

Tahmin edilebilecegi gibi, COVID-19 ile miicadele siirecinde firmalar ciddi anlamda
bir likidite sikintis1 ile kars1 karsiya kalmaktadirlar. Gelir akist bozulmakta olan
isletmelerin yasayacagi zorluklara karsi, iilkeler kredi ve bor¢larin yeniden
yapilandirilmasini i¢eren birtakim parasal politikalar1 da hizla yiiriirliige koymaktadirlar.
Kredi ve bor¢larin yeniden yapilandirilmasi, piyasaya likidite destegi sunulmasi, diisiik
faizli kredi secenekleri ve politika faiz oranlarinda degisiklik cogu diinya iilkesi
tarafindan oncelikli uygulanan para politikalar1 olmaktadir. Bunun yanisira bu siiregte
IMF, ECB, Diinya Bankasi1 gibi finans kurumlar1 hizla kredi destek paketlerini devreye
sokmaktadirlar. Bu anlamda olusabilecek dis soklara karst ECB tarafindan870 Milyar
Avro destek paketi agiklanmistir. Ote yandan iilkeler hizla uyguladiklari faiz indirimleri
ile COVID-19 pandemisinin olusturacag: finansal baskiy1 hafifletmek ve bankalar arasi
islemleri rahat fonlayabilmeyi amaglamaktadirlar. Bu sekilde Cek Cumhuriyeti 50 baz
puan, Rusya 200 baz puan, Sirbistan 50 baz puan, Tiirkiye 100 baz puan indirime
giderken, pek ¢ok iilkede faiz indirimleri gergeklestirilmistir (EY, 2020:14).

Faiz indirimlerinin bor¢lanmay1 kolaylastirmasi, kredi hacmindeki daralmay1
yavaslatmasi, yatirnm maliyetlerini diisiirmesi, dolayisiyla aligveris ve yatirimlar tizerinde
olumlu etkide bulunmasi1 umulmaktadir.

COVIiD-19 PANDEMISININ ULKELER UZERINDEKI MAKROEKONOMIK
ETKIiLERI

COVID-19 ile miicadelede uygulanan para ve maliye politikalarinin ekonomik miktari
ve kapsami her gecen giin giderek artmaktadir. Bu durum dogal olarak neredeyse biitiin
iilkelerde makroekonomik verilerde birtakim bozulmalar1 beraberinde getirmektedir.
Baska bir deyisle, tilkelerce viriisiin yayilmasini durdurmak ve can kayiplarin1 6nlemek
amaciyla, basta sokaga ¢ikma yasagi ve seyahat kisitlamalar1 olmak iizere, uygulanan
cesitli tedbirler biliylime oranlar, issizlik, biitgce acigi, dis ticaret agiklart vs. pek ¢ok
gostergede bozulmalara neden olacaktir. Bilindigi lizere ekonomilerin biiylimesi ancak
{iretim artislarina baglhidir. Ulkelerde uygulanan karantina &nlemlerinin tiim sektorleri
iiretim hacmi baglaminda olumsuz olarak etkileyecegi acgiktir. Bu siliregte pek cok
firmanin kapatilacak olmasi, saglik harcamalarinin, kamu harcamalarinin ve sosyal
harcamalarin ¢ok yiikselecek olmasi, igsizlik siirelerinin uzayacak ve buna bagli olarak
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igsizlik 0demelerinin artacak olmasi, firmalara saglanan diisiik faizli kredilerin ¢ok
artacak olmasi gibi nedenlerle, {iilkelerin 2020 yilinda negatif biliylime oranlar
gerceklestirecegi ongoriilmektedir.

Diinya ekonomisi bir biitiin olarak II. Diinya Savagindan sonra ilk defa 2008-2009
kiiresel ekonomik krizinden sonra negatif biiylimiis, yani daralmisti. Koronaviriis
pandemisinin etkisiyle 2020 yilinda da yine diinya ekonomisinin daralacagi hemen biitiin
kaynaklarca kabul edilmektedir. Ancak bu daralmanin boyutlar: farkli senaryolara baglh
goriinmektedir. Daralmanin boyutu biiylik Ol¢iide pandeminin yaz aylariyla birlikte
geride kalip kalmayacagina baghdir. Iyimser bir tahminle Haziran ayindan itibaren
hayatin normale donmesi negatif biiylimeyi daha sinirli diizeyde tutacaktir. Buna karsilik
pandeminin uzamasi ve yilin geri kalaninda da etkisini siirdiirmesi kiiresel ekonomik
daralmanin ¢apini ¢ok daha yiiksek diizeye ¢ikaracaktir.

Bu ¢ercevede 6rnegin 2009 yilindaki kiiresel finans krizinde diinya mal ve hizmet
ticaretindeki daralma %10’lar1 bulmustu; yasadigimiz pandemi siirecinde mal ve
hizmetler ticaretindeki daralmanin ise %10-15 arasinda olmasi1 beklenmektedir. Mal
ticaretindeki daralmanin %8-15 arasinda, hizmet ticaretindeki daralmanin ise %18
olacagi tahmin edilmektedir (Slater,2020:1). IMF tarafindan yapilan tahminler, son
salgimin ekonomik etkisinin 1929 Biiylik Bunalimimin sonuglarindan daha agir olacagi
yoniindedir.

Gortildiigii iizere diinya ekonomisinin 2020 yilinda %3 daralacagi tahmin edilmekte,
gelismis ekonomilerde daralmanin %6,1, gelismekte plan ekonomilerde ise %1 olmasi
beklenmektedir. Tablo 6’da IMF tarafindan yapilan iilke bazinda biiyiime tahminleri
gosterilmektedir.

Tablo 6’dan da izlenebilecegi gibi, IMF tarafindan yapilan tahminlere gore 2020
yilinda diinya ekonomilerinin neredeyse tamamina yakininda resesyon beklenmektedir.
Buna gére 2020°de ABD yiizde -5,9, Almanya yiizde -7,0, italya yiizde -9,1, Rusya yiizde
-5,5, Tirkiye yiizde -5,0 ve Ispanya yiizde -8,0 oranlarinda ekonomik daralma
yasayacaktir.

SONUC VE ONERILER

2019 yili Aralik ayinda, Cin'in Hubei eyaletinin Wuhan sehrinde ortaya ¢ikan ve
COVID-19 olarak adlandirilan pandemi tiim diinyay: etkisi alta almistir. Ister gelismis,
isterse gelismekte olan ekonomiler olsun, diinya ekonomisi bir biitiin olarak bu durumdan
hali hazirda olumsuz olarak etkilenmistir, 6ntimiizdeki yakin gelecekte de etkilenmeye
devam edecektir. Ulkeler bir yandan COVID-19 salgini ile miicadele ederken, bir yandan
da neredeyse ekonominin tiim sektorleri lizerinde olusan derin etkilerin maliyetlerini
azaltma gayreti igerisindedirler.

Sokaga c¢ikma yasagi, sosyal karantina uygulamasi, okullarin kapatilmasi, spor
miisabakalarinin durdurulmasi, is yerlerinin kapatilmasi, tlilkelerarasi sinir gegislerinin
kapatilmas1 gibi pek c¢ok tedbir pandemi ile miicadele anlaminda bircok iilkede
uygulanmaktadir. Turizmden egitime, tarimdan enerjiye, sivil havaciliktan finans
kurumlarina kadar ekonominin tiim sektorleri bu tedbirlerden olumsuz olarak
etkilenmektedir. Alinan bu tedbirlerin sosyo-kiiltiirel ve psikolojik sonuglar1 oldugu gibi
sliphesiz en biiyiik sonuglar1 ekonomi iizerinde olmaktadir. ILO tarafindan yapilan
tahminlere gore diinyada bu siirecin sonunda 5-25 milyon insanin issiz kalacagi
ongoriilmektedir. IMF ise diinyanin 2020 yilinda resesyona girecegini ve diinya
ekonomisinin %3 daralacagini tahmin etmektedir. ABD, italya, Ispanya, Japonya,

Tiirkiye gibi pek ¢ok tilkede 2020 yilinda daralma beklenirken, Avro bolgesinde bu
daralmanimn %10’lar1 bulmas1 éngoriilmektedir. Ote yandan tiim bu alinan tedbirler, cari
acik, biit¢e ac1g1, kamu harcamalari, enflasyon, igsizlik gibi makro gdstergeleri negatif
olarak etkilemektedir.

Salgininin homojen bir etkide bulunmayacagi goz oOniine alindiginda, alinan bu
tedbirlerin toplumsal etkileri de farklilagacaktir. Yakin gegmiste yapilan bir kamuoyu
aragtirmas1 pandeminin etkilerine iliskin kayda deger sonuglar ortaya koymaktadir. Buna
gore, igsiz bir insanin isi olana gore, bor¢suz bir insanin borcu olana gore bu salgini
yonetebilme kabiliyeti degisiklik gosterecektir. Uygulanan evde karantina uygulamalari
aile ici iletisim {izerinde pozitif etkiler gosterecekken, geng yas gruplarinda bu durum aile
i¢i iletisim sorunlar1 olusturacaktir. Insanlarin biiyiik bir ¢ogunlugunda huzursuzluk,
yorgunluk, bitkinlik, yalnizlik, korku gibi duygulardaki artis psikolojik sorunlara neden
olacaktir. Bu durumun olugmasinda ise siirecin belirsizligi bir etken iken, ekonomik
kosullar en biiyiik etkeni olusturacaktir. Ote yandan evden g¢alisma siireci diinyanin
dijitallesmesini hizlandiracaktir (www.hiirriyet.com, 2020).

Sonug olarak Diinyay1 etkileyen bu pandemi sosyo-ekonomik sonuglar1 beraberinde
getirdigi gibi, iilkelerin bir¢ok anlamda ders ¢ikarmasina da katki saglamistir. Bu siireg
Diinya {iilkelerine alternatif tedarik zincirleri ve iiretim lokasyonlar1 belirleme, {iretimden
elektronige, yazilimdan tasarima kadar yerli imkanlara bagvurulmasi, alternatif ¢alisma
kosullarinin iyilestirilmesi ve gelistirilmesi, saglik ve biyoteknoloji alanlarindaki
yatirimlarin artirillmasi, tiiketim aligkanliklarinda degisikliklere gidilerek daha ¢ok
tasarrufun 6zendirilmesi, olas1 enerji arzindaki kesilmelere karsi alternatif kaynaklarin
artirtlmasi gibi faktorlerin 6nemini 6gretmektedir.
